STATE POLICY IN THE FIELD OF ROAD TRANSPORT OF UKRAINE, THE SYSTEM OF PUBLIC
MANAGEMENT IN ROAD SAFETY, WAYS OF REFORMATION

Summary. This article will be focused on the safety measures in commercial automobile transport with
description of strategical planning and current legal framework, the definition of central executive authorities
system, the disadvantages of current system and the ways to improve safety condition in the extent of country. In
case of passenger transportation, the urban electric transport (trolleybuses, subway trains on routes (lines) will not
be taken in to consideration, because according to legislative framework of Ukraine such type of transport

regulated by different laws and by-laws.

Key words: safety measures, commercial automobile transport, legal framework, road safety, passenger

transportation, safety condition, accident rate.

Introduction. Formulation of the problem.
Nothing is more important, than fundamental norm and
principles for Ukrainian society, foreseen in
Constitution of Ukraine and legal framework. Hence,
according to the article 3 of the Constitution of Ukraine
clearly defined following: “An individual, his life and
health, honor and dignity, inviolability and safety
(security) is recognized in Ukraine as the highest social
value”.

One of the main function of the state is any field
of activity is to provide safety and security for citizens
and non-residents of country. In Ukraine, it is one of
the main priority for state policy and cover very
important sector of economy — market of transport
service provision. If consider policy and scope of
strategical documents in legal framework is important
to pay attention first of all on strategical direction and
Ukraine’s aspiration for European integration, as
defined by Association Agreement between the
European Union and its Member States, of the one part,
and Ukraine, of the other part, concluded 21.03.2014
(political part), 27.03.2014 (economical part) and
finally ratified by Ukrainian Parliament 16.09.2014. It
is important in relevance to obligation imposed on
Ukraine (in regard to transport, such commitments
foreseen Title 5 “Economic and sector cooperation”
chapter 7 “Transport” of agreement and in Annex
XXXII to chapter 7 “Transport™).[1].

There are following main statements, according to
the Agreement [2]:

- Title 5 “Economic and sectoral cooperation"
chapter 7 “Transport” in the context of negotiation in
transport sphere foreseen development and stable
operation of transport sector with reference to
concreate type of transport development strategies;

- Title IV "Trade and trade-related matters", in
the context of liberalization of transport market
foreseen conditions for access to the market;

- Annex XXXII to chapter 7 “Transport” define
the list of regulations and directives required for
implementation (in automobile transport it is 9
directives and 3 regulations). What is important in
reference to implementation is timetable with definition
concrete steps and deadlines for each directive or
regulation (adopted by the Resolution of Cabinet

Ministers of Ukraine from 25.10.2017 # 1106), and
permanent monitoring of current status each of them.

According to available statistic:

- General market indicators [3].

Transportation of goods.

During 2019, more than 113 million tons of cargo
was transported by road transport (for instance in 2018
—109 million tons, 2017 — 155 million tons and in 2016
— 107 million tons), what is 72,63 % of total volume
traffic. It is positive fact, that such segment have
permanent increase in traffic, but such large percentage
in the market raise the questions about the conditions
of all other types of transport in cargo transportation
sphere and leads to excessive load on the road network
and, as a consequence, increasing of the risks of
accidents occurrence and State budget loses.

Transportation of passengers.

In the current year more than 1805 million
passengers was transported by busses (for instance in
2018 — 1907 million passengers, 2017 — 2019 million
passengers and in 2016 — 2025 million passengers),
what is

42,4 % of total volume passenger traffic. 1368
million of passengers was transported in scope of urban
routs, 313 million is suburban transportation and 124
million passengers received intercity transport service.

- The potential of the road transport market.
Licensees and business entities [4].

Around 9,2 million of vehicles now form the road
transport system in Ukraine, namely: 6,9 millions of
cars, 840 thousands of motorcycles and commercial
component is: =~ 250 thousand of buses and ~ 1,3
million of trucks.

In general, it is 45360 license in operation,
including:

- services of domestic
passengers by bus — 13295 entities;

- services of domestic
passengers by taxi — 15965 entities;

- services of domestic transportation of
passengers by cars on order — 987 entities;

- services of domestic transportation of
hazardous cargo — 1820 entities;

transportation  of

transportation of
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- services of domestic transportation of
passengers and hazardous cargo — 206 entities;

- services of domestic transportation of
passengers and cargo — 636 entities;

- provision of freight transport — 12451 entities.

Under operation of above-mentioned entities is:
74527 buses, 24384 cars for taxi, 16127 lorries.

- Accident rate in commercial transport sector.

According to statistic data, represented in Chapter
IV of the National Transport Strategy of Ukraine up to
2030, 26700 people died in Ukraine during 2011-2016
years, 46,7 percent out of common amount of victim
were pedestrians and cyclist. In addition, the World
Bank statement, the annual losses resulting from traffic
accidents in Ukraine make up to about 4-5 billion USD.

Unfortunately, the Ukrainian national statistic in
not positive in comparison with EU countries,
specifically in the most important indicators, namely:
the number of injured and fatality rate due to the road
accidents.

In 2019, 160,675 road accidents with victims were
registered in Ukraine, in which 3,454 people died and
32,736 were injured. In 2019, the number of road
accidents increased by 6.4 percent and the number of
injured people by 6.4 percent compared to 2018. Of
particular concern is the fact that more than 33 percent
of those killed and injured in road accidents in 2019 are
pedestrians.

The analysis of available accident-related data
shows that:

e the number of severe accidents and severe
injuries has stopped decreasing since 2014/2015, and
the number of fatalities since 2016;

e in 2019, about 37% of fatalities were
pedestrians hit by a vehicle;

o speed is one of the causes of 34 % of accidents
with injuries;

e driving under influence of alcohol caused 4,7
% of total accidents, and 3,1 % of fatalities;

e among the 26052 accidents with injuries, 4715
happened outside of built-in areas, and 20792 (80 %) in
built-in areas. This latter number is split in 11 % in
Kyiv city, 40 % in regional centres, 17% in district
(rayon) centres, 9 % in other cities, and 22 % in smaller
settlements. It means that 18% of total number of
accidents with victims happen in small settlements. The
term “Vulnerable Road User” takes its full signification

[5].

An analysis of the contemporary researches on
public management of the road safety illustrate that this
topic is still not enough researched on theoretical level
and not implemented on practical. After all, road safety
provision is very complex issue and depend on of
multilateral cooperation among central authorities,
regional and local (self-governed) authorities, entities
and NGO, etc. Moreover, separate issue is international
cooperation with EU countries, international
organizations, institutions and unions. Some aspects of
the problem under consideration are reflected in the
works of A. Novikova, V. Myronenko, I. Shum, V.
Koskovetsky, V. Balin, V. Humenny, K. Gilevskaya,
S.Sharay and others. Despite this, actually effective

public management is not implemented up to now, with
reference, procedures and standards of EU countries,
foreseen in abovementioned Association Agreement.
Transparency of administrative functions with
respective level of service is not implemented, system
of access to the market is not reformed, current data is
not relevant to EU standards, supervision is not official
enough and the system of public administration in road
safety in general have to be thoroughly reformed in a
short time.

The main part.

The process of operation in any market sphere
needs to be regulated in correct reason and with proper
approach, thus it is important to determine all the stages
for potential carrier, needs to be passed from the
beginning: receiving access to the market (or, for
instance permission for certain transportation), to the
process of operation on the market (after this such ex-
candidate become responsible for provision safety, and,
in the worst case, if accident happened: investigation
and further prevention loses (professional reputation,
financial and human resources).

The first stage is one of the most important in
prevention measures meaning. It is reasonable to
illustrate restriction of risks as, in some meaning, effect
of “bottle neck” by measures and requirements to
carriers. Thus, it is important to provide the certain
filter, with common and clear procedure of definition
and admission respectively to licensing procedure, in
accordance with and respectively to requirement of the
Regulation (EC) No 1071/2009 of the European
Parliament and of the Council of 21 October 2009
establishing common rules concerning the conditions to
be complied with to pursue the occupation of road
transport operator and repealing Council Directive
96/26/EC.

According to Article 3 of the Directive
“Requirements for engagement in the occupation of
road transport operator” undertakings engaged in the
occupation of road transport operator shall:

- have an effective and stable establishment in a
Member State;

- be of good repute;

- have appropriate financial standing;

- have the requisite professional competence.

Accept licensing, the following and the final stage
to begin transportation in some definite type of
transportation is:

- for passenger (buss) transportation it is
permission/contract from/with organizer of
transportation;

- international transportation of cargo —
permission from destination/transit country;

- domestic transportation of goods with
overweight or big dimension — respective permission of
empowered authority, etc.

On this stage what is important to be noticed,
about shortcoming of the current system of licensing,
is:

- license conditions (requirements for entities,
which wants to provide transportation service on a
commercial basis) have to be reviewed with the
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purpose of implementation of requirements of
Regulation (EC) No 1071/2009;

- since 15.02.2016 and up to now, the domestic
cargo transportation not licensed. As a result of such
decision, control over efficiency of Safety Management
System in such sector of transportation and respective
transport companies lost.

- licensing for taxi service provision don’t
provide safety and comfort conditions, because of
shortcoming of legal base and dispetchering service,
which is out of legal base and not officially operate on
the market with no responsibility respectively;

- the current database of licenses is not correct
and not updated respectively to the list of companies
and all respective information about them;

- no all list of public services are provided
automatically in online form;

- high level of corruption risk still present;

- etc.

For second stage is important to be reformed, the
following:

- the public social obligation, represented by
Regulation (EC) No 1370/2007 of the European
Parliament and of the Council of 23 October 2007 on
public passenger transport services by rail and by road
and repealing Council Regulations (EEC) Nos 1191/69
and 1107/70, have to be implemented in the process of
passenger transportation organization. In addition, the
process of carrier definition for urban (suburban),
intraregional routes have to be reformed, for instance
according to Law of Ukraine “On Public
Procurement”.!

- for international transportation of cargo the
main question is permanent lack of permits from other
countries to ensure the export or transit of goods in full.
This is especially felt and sensitive in the fourth quarter
each year without exclusion with the permission of the
following countries: Poland, Romania, Hungary, Italy,
etc. It has a negative impact on the state's economy and
generates corruption. The best solution is full traffic
liberalization and cancelling of permits, but this is a
long-term prospect. Today it is necessary to ensure a
transparent distribution of such permits through an
electronic system with planning and forecasting of
demand for them and making timely decisions on
quotas and timely commissions with colleagues from
countries whose additional quota is needed;

- domestic transportation of goods with
overweight or big dimension consist of 2 component:
the first one is goods and transport documents
(consignment note) now out of any state monitoring or
control. It is only paper, prepared by cargo owner and
carrier, what produce various way for manipulation.
Therefore, the common state database have to be
created and interlinked to such services as Electronic
office of the carrier [6]. After such database have to be

linked with electronic system of permission issue for
track with overload and large-dimension (sized) tracks;

1. Separately strategical issue for public
administration is transparency and transferring all
process of state organs operation into electronic
systems with developing and integration of different
authorities’ databases. Such digitalization fully
complies with the Decree of the President of Ukraine
Ne647 / 2019 "On some measures to ensure the
provision of quality public services" and should consist
of elements: the provision of administrative services,
the implementation of measures of state supervision
and control, maintaining a register of accidents and
imposed penalties. Any communication between the
authorities regarding the exchange of information on
the activities of carriers and the exchange of data must
take place in an automatic electronic format, in
accordance with accepted protocols and without human
intervention.

An important element in the development of
public administration is the factor of creating an
electronic protocol. All violations recorded by
inspectors of the State Service of Ukraine for Transport
Safety at the National Police of Ukraine should be
registered in electronic form and directed to the violator
online. Such a system has been introduced in the
National Police of Ukraine, which provides an
opportunity to automate the process of recording the
offense and minimize the impact of the human factor.
As well as the creation of an electronic system for
keeping records of accidents, their consequences and
the causes of such will provide an analytical tool for
analyzing the occurrence of accidents and developing
the highest quality measures to prevent such cases and
their severity in the future.

All such electronic resources and systems should
be unified and integrated into a single national system.
A separate and extremely important issue is the
provision of cybersecurity of them.

The following issue respectively to public
management in road safety is supervision by
empowered authorities. In case of Ukraine, it is State
Service for Transport Safety (commercial transport
operation) which coordinated by the Minister of
Infrastructure of Ukraine and National Police (all
private and commercial transport in terms of
compliance with traffic rules) which coordinated by the
Minister of Internal Affairs of Ukraine. During last
years in case of National Police respective was
provided fundamental reforms with the liquidation of
the State Automobile Inspectorate and the creation of
the National Police, as well as the launch in 2020 of
automatic speeding and further development of this
area, as well as the introduction of a number of public
services in on-line format and many other aspects that
have been implemented recently.

elements of Directive 2014/24/EU and Directive
2014/25/EU will include all tenders for definition of
carrier.
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In case of commercial transport and scope of
Ministry of Infrastructure powers, in 2019 the
electronic office of the carrier was introduced and the
electronic public services (issuance of a license to
conduct business activities, booking permits for
international freight) were launched, which is a key
factor in the further development of the system and the
introduction of electronic protocol of offenses.

Unfortunately, the urgent issue for State Service
for Transport Safety is to increase its institutional
capacity as a supervisory body, namely: the right to
delay (arrest) the vehicle, the driver's responsibility for
failure to comply with the lawful requirements of the
inspector, fixing the offense in terms of operation
without a license, etc. Given this, the urgent issue is to
improve the legislation in order to address this matters.

Regarding the implementation of weight

control, the sanction consists of two parts: an
administrative offense for lack of a permit for
overweight transportation and charges for the use of
roads (which is much higher than the administrative
fine and can be tens of thousands of euros). The second
part of the fine is not provided by the Code of
Administrative Offenses, which will lead to the appeal
of such sanctions in court. In addition to the relevant
changes in the legislation, it is necessary to develop a
procedure for taking the weight measures of trucks that
carry out the transportation of bulk cargo. Currently,
there is no such procedure, which eliminates the
dynamic factors of cargo movement during truck
movement.
In addition, in accordance with the practice of EU
countries, it is necessary to implement the
responsibility for shippers and consignees due to
overweight. In the case of systemic offenses, the carrier
must automatically lose its license because of the loss
of his reputation as a non-integrative carrier.

Currently, the implementation of an automatic
system for scanning of weight parameters of lorry,
without stopping it, named: “weight in motion” is
strategically important. By such systems are planned to
equip all roads of strategic importance of Ukraine.
Within the framework of the Pilot project on
implementation of the system of weighing in motion
(WiM) by such portals equipped 6 spots on the roads
on entrance to the city of Kiev [7]. Before to put in
operation of such systems, it is necessary to carry out
their certification (for metrological verification), ensure
compliance with the speed limit, approve the procedure
for prosecuting violators and amend existing
legislation. Exploit such systems for bulk cargo is not
considered as possible.

A separate negative factor is the lack of systematic
control over the technical condition of the vehicle
during transportation, effective influence on current
state of issue. Two issues that need to be addressed in
this direction: purchase of equipment for supervision
and amendments in the legal framework for effective
penalties, bans on continuing to drive a faulty vehicle
and the development of an inspection procedure to
determine a complete list of issues to be inspected
(brake system, steering system, world alarm, etc).

It is also necessary to implement requirements for
compliance with the work and rest regime of carrier’s
drivers, accordantly to Regulation (EC) No 561/2006
of the European Parliament and of the Council of 15
March 2006 on the harmonisation of certain social
legislation relating to road transport and amending
Council Regulations (EEC) Ne 3821/85 and (EC) Ne
2135/98 and repealing Council Regulation (EEC) Ne
3820/85 and other related regulations and directive.

To summarize all the noticed above on the
implementation of state control and improve public
administration in this issue, it is necessary:

- to provide systematic and
amendments of legal base;

- after amendments implemented, appropriate
training for inspection staff of supervision body have to
be provided;

- updating of technical means of control,
including automated systems;

- introduction of an electronic protocol linked to
the carrier's electronic office and ensuring the exchange
of such information with other interested authorities.

The final stage of safety provision in the system of
public management in road safety is investigation of
accidents on road transport. In terms of National Police
competence, the main goal of such an investigation is
to define responsible and cause of identification of
loses end severity of injury.

In terms of State Service for Safety on transport
technical investigation provided by inspectorate staff.
It is cover only accidents with commercial transport
and have the main reason to identify all direct and
related causes of the accident namely: condition of
safety management system in enterprise, technical
condition of vehicle, psycho-physiological condition of
driver, timeliness and quality of technical and medical
examination, respectively, road condition, etc. During
investigation process very important negotiation
between involved authorities for receiving correct and
full information (from Ministry of Internal Affairs it is:
details about accident, registration of vehicle, driver
license and integrity of driver), from ministry of health
protection (information about the type and severity of
injuries), State Agency of Motor Roads (the condition
of the road section, the presence of markings, road
signs, safety audit), etc.

Creation of a unified electronic system for
recording accidents and their consequences, as well as
classification with the formation of a unified approach
to the formation of information, its analysis will
provide a significant inputs as a development of
measures to improve safety. In the case of the Ministry
of Health, it is important to unify the approach to the
classification of frameworks and the assessment of
severity and description of it. In addition, the last but
not least stage of technical investigation is developing
the complex measures for prevention of such accidents
for future.

The fundamental direction of road safety
development on state level policy defined in Strategy
for improve road safety in Ukraine until 2024, which

structural
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have just adopted by the resolution of the Cabinet of
Ministers of Ukraine from 21.10.2020 Ne 1360-p [8].

The main areas of implementation of this Strategy
are:

- public administration in the field of road
safety, which provides for:

2. clear delineation of powers of central
executive bodies; introduction of the basic principles of
the road safety management system; analysis and
improvement of legislation on road safety; introduction
of scientific and scientific-technical research;
intensification of Ukraine's participation in the activity
of the international organizations; improving the
licensing system; ensuring the accessibility of transport
infrastructure for people with disabilities and other
low-mobility groups; improving the insurance system;
introduction of a risk-oriented approach to road safety
management; introduction of modern technologies of
design and construction of road transport infrastructure;
development and implementation of a system for
collecting, summarizing and analyzing data of health
care institutions; conducting a comprehensive road
safety audit; etc.

- road safety and road infrastructure:

3. harmonization of road design and
construction standards in accordance with EU
standards; ensuring the integration of modern
information, communication technologies and
automation tools (including intelligent transport
systems); identification of infrastructural factors in
places of concentration of road accidents; introduction
of an automatic system of dimensional and weight
control; elimination of places of concentration of road
accidents and accident-hazardous areas; etc.

- vehicle safety, which includes:

4. reforming the system for monitoring the
technical condition of vehicles in accordance with
Directive 2009/40 / EC of the European Parliament and
of the Council; introduction of a mechanism for the use
of new technologies to improve vehicle safety;
ensuring the safety of electric vehicles; etc.

- medical road safety, which provides:

5. creation of a single information space in the
field of medical support in the field of road safety
through the operation of a national database of health
care facilities; ensuring the availability and quality
control of preventive drug examinations, mandatory
preliminary and periodic psychiatric examinations of
candidates for drivers and drivers of vehicles; etc.

- also measures foreseen in terms of safety of
transportation of passengers and cargoes by
commercial motor transport, safe behavior of road
users and other areas.

The next stages of the strategy implementation is
the approval of the action plan and program, which will
include the list of activities, deadlines, funding and
responsible authorities. Many of such activities will
depend on not only one authority, but also much more
on group of them and needs efficient negotiation at
first. In this case the Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine,
or at least Ministry of Infrastructure of Ukraine (as
responsible ministry for fulfillment of RS Strategy and

relative program) have to take the lead function to
moderate communication and cooperation between
interested parties. Unfortunately in the Strategy is not
included «Safe System» and/or «Vision Zero» (it is a
concept to eliminate all traffic fatalities and severe
injuries, while increasing safe, healthy, equitable
mobility for all. First implemented in Sweden in the
1990s, Vision Zero has proved successful across
Europe concepts) according to the Declaration of the
3rd Global Ministerial Conference on Road Safety took
place at February 2020 [9], which are extremely
important for the development of the Strategy for
Improving Road Safety in Ukraine.

Conclusions.

The state road safety policy began from the Road
safety Strategy as political document, which define
strategical directions and the main methods for
achieving of goals. More detailed, technical and
financial document is respective Program. The public
management system with definition of reform included
in Strategy, and of course in Association Agreement
between the European Union and its Member States, of
the one part, and Ukraine, of the other part in terms of
European integration process. The effectiveness of
public administration and road safety reform largely
depends on the consolidation of the two branches of
authority (legislative and executive) as well as the
quality of decisions prepared by the line ministry and
the involvement to respective processes on all stages of
civil society and the expert community.

Not less important for public management
efficiency is transparency of authorities, developing
and implementation of electronic databases, and on-
line services. Reforming the excess to the market have
to be reformed respectively to EU countries best
practices in line with requirements of Regulations and
Directives of EU.

State supervision over the safety condition have to
be provided in automatic process with restriction of
human factor. Supervision have to be based on risk
oriented approach with deep reforms mentioned above.
Such reforms have to be provided from the Laws
adoption and by-law base developments, with
strategical view and strong political will.

Road safety is the health and life of the nation,
therefore it is a priority for any government in all
countries.

PEOPLE’S REPUBLIC OF CHINA COOPERATION WITH JAPAN AND THE REPUBLIC OF
KOREA IN THE FIELD ON ENVIRONMENT PROTECTION

Abstract. The paper discusses the cooperation between the People’s Republic of China, Japan and the
Republic of Korea in the field of environment protection. Northeastern China, coming in touch with the Korean
Peninsula as well as with Japan through the Sea of Japan, is located in the center of NEA and exploits natural
resources of this region jointly with other countries. Economic development and the increased demand of the
Chinese society for a healthy environment make the Chinese authorities pay more attention for the environment
protection and cooperate with other countries in this field when need arises.

The paper concludes that at present, the “soft” nature of NEA countries’ cooperation in the field of
environment protection is primarily limited to promulgating declarations and laying down plans without adopting
their implementation mechanisms. These documents may be considered a theoretical foundation and a set of
principles for working out concepts of further cooperation. One has to take into account, however, that all the
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In the last couple of decades, we have witnessed a
high-paced industrial production’s growth in
northeastern provinces of the People’s Republic of
China (PRC), accompanied by an equally high-paced
contamination which, in its turn, negatively affects the
region’s environmental balance. To put it another way,
the economic growth in northeastern China has resulted
in increased CO, emissions, acid precipitation,
widespread sandstorms and floods, thus aggravating
North-East Asia’s (NEA) already complicated climatic
conditions. [1, p.256].

Northeastern China’s environmental issues with
their cross-border nature negatively affect the
environment of neighboring countries. Chinese
authorities are not capable of handling emerging
problems relating to the extensive economic

development, on their own, so there is a critical
necessity of enhanced cooperation between NEA
countries in the field of environment protection.

Northeastern China that comes in touch with the
Korean Peninsula and, through the Sea of Japan, with
Japan, is located in the center of NEA and exploits
natural resources of the region jointly with other
countries. Economic development and Chinese
society’s increased demand for a healthy environment
make Chinese authorities pay more attention for the
environment protection and cooperate in this field with
other countries, if need arises.

Taking into account these important issues, in
2003 the Chinese Government adopted a ‘Plan of
Northeastern China’s Revival’ [1, p.256], one of the
objectives of which is renovation of outdated industrial
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plants that excessively consume raw materials and are
not equipped with waste treatment facilities. The
document sets as one of its objectives the establishment
of a new production and resource-saving structure that
would allow for making an economic breakthrough and
secure the intensive development of China’s economy
and society. The plan provides for, among other,
China’s international cooperation in the field of
environment protection and conservation. [2, p.376].

In 1999, during the ASEAN+3 Summit leaders of
the PRC, Japan and the Republic of Korea (RK) held a
meeting that laid a foundation of their trilateral
cooperation.

In November of 2018, during the ASEAN+3
Summit in Singapore, leaders of the PRC, Japan and
the RK discussed with 10 ASEAN Member States the
launch of the ASEAN+3 cooperation initiative on
marine plastic waste [3]. Marine fishery is the main
industrial sector for the majority of East and South-
East Asia countries. As a rule, the region prioritizes
economic growth over environmental issues, but the
pace plastic waste is accumulating at does not allow for
ignoring the issue anymore. As investors increasingly
realize the gravity of the situation, companies have
begun reducing the use of plastic for straws, glasses
and other disposable items. Within the frameworks of
this initiative, all thirteen countries have agreed to
jointly monitor plastic waste in the ocean as posing
environmental threat to the region’s economy,
exchange each country’s advanced experience, as well
as cooperate in research activities relating to marine
debris, collecting scientific information on it and
evaluating its impact on marine organisms and
ecosystem.

In March of 2015, after a three-year break, foreign
ministers of China, Japan and South Korea gathered in
Seoul to discuss potential cooperation on an array of
issues from combatting terrorism to air pollution [4].

In 2019 Beijing hosted the already eighth meeting
of China, Japan and South Korea leaders. Two decades
of development resulted in the establishment of a
multilevel system of trilateral cooperation the main
component of which is the leaders’ Summit
supplemented by 21 ministerial meetings and more
than 70 dialogue mechanisms [5].

In the last decades Beijing successfully cooperated
with neighboring countries on environmental issues on
a bilateral basis. This cooperation was activated in
1990s and significantly extended in 2000s. During this
period, the Chinese Government signed bilateral
agreements on environmental cooperation with Japan
and the Republic of Korea (RK). Primary goal of those
agreements was the development of regional
cooperation in the prevention of hazardous emissions
into the atmosphere and the avoidance of water
resources’ pollution with industrial waste, as well as
constant monitoring of the environment.

Cooperation between China and Japan on
environmental issues has been until recently the most
effective and fruitful. During the period of 1996 — 2000
the the amount of loans provided by the Government of
Japan to environment protection projects in

northeastern China totalled to JY 360 bln, with the total
amount of environment protection-related loans
provided by Japan to China in 1979 — 2005 being over
JY 1000 bin [2, p.376].

In 2007, China and Japan signed a ‘Joint
Declaration on the Extension of Cooperation in the
Field of Environment Protection’ that underlined that
both parties will concentrate their effort on the
avoidance of industrial pollution of Bohai Bay and the
Yellow Sea in general, developing also waste
processing, reducing greenhouse gases’ emission,
maintaining seaport waters’ cleanliness and taking
measures against spreading of acid precipitation,
sandstorms and other hazardous natural phenomena
[2, p.378].

In the last few years joint effort has been taken
with a view to restore a strategic dialogue between
China and Japan reactivated after a seven-year break
amid the constant improvement of bilateral relations
between the countries. Last round of the dialogue took
place in 2012, and it was suspended afterwards due to
certain complications in bilateral relations.

In this new situation it is important both for China
and for Japan to effectuate the consensus reached
between countries’ leaders, to develop communication
and cooperation and to enhance mutual trust. This is the
main reason the countries have reactivated their
strategic dialogue that encompasses, apart from their
bilateral relations, important international and regional
issues of mutual interest.

On August 10, 2019 the Tokyo’s nearby city of
Karuizawa hosted a new round of the Chinese-Japanese
Strategic Dialogue the final declaration of which
confirmed that the parties would continue to promote
the consensus reached in Japan in June between PRC’s
Chairman Xi Jingping and Japan’s prime-minister
Shinzo Abe, striving to build relationship meeting the
new era’s requirements [6].

Discussions of further cooperation between
government officials, businessmen, experts and
scientists at the 13 Chinese-Japanese Comprehensive
Forum on energy saving and environment protection in
December of 2019 (the first Forum took place in 2006)
resulted in the agreement upon 26 cooperation projects
in various fields including energy saving, circular
economy, pollution prevention and control, hydrogen
energetics and innovations in the field of “green”
technologies. The Forum organized by the National
Commission on Development and Reforms, Ministry
of Trade, Chinese Embassy in Japan and the Ministry
of Economy, Trade and Industry of Japan, as well as
the Chinese-Japanese Economic Association resulted
in the agreement upon around 400 cooperation projects
and a cooperative platform for industrial plants,
research institutions and local authorities of both
countries allowing for the enhanced cooperation in,
among other, clean technologies of coal usage and coal-
based electricity generation [7].

Agreements between the PRC and the Republic of
Korea purport the prevention of acid precipitation and
hazardous emissions into the atmosphere and the
Yellow Sea’s waters. In addition, both parties took
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obligations to cooperate in the establishment of
environmentally-friendly industrial facilities. In 2005,
China and the RK signed an agreement on mutual
recognition of environmental standards [2, p.378], an
important step towards the reduction of the
environment contamination in China where levels of
allowable industrial emissions into the atmosphere and
water had previously been too high.

China’s northeastern provinces of Liaoning, Jilin
and Heilongjiang were the first among Chinese regions
to start international cooperation in the field of
environment protection and had a good reason for that:
China’s North-East hosts old chemical plants that
excessively consume raw materials and power, emit
significant amounts of hazardous waste and are
therefore in need of urgent modernization.

The scale of northeastern China industrial
contamination is considerable, with its industrial
effluents amounting to 10.5% of China’s total. Quality
monitoring of water consumed by the population
revealed that only 30.5% of water is potable. Solid
industrial waste share per production unit is here 30%
higher than China’s average [8].

It is obvious that strict industrial emissions quality
control is of the essence for the region, with the issue
being gradually solved by international cooperation.
Liaoning provincial administration is demonstrating
particular interest in the cooperation with foreign
countries, and it is not accidental, keeping in mind that
the province is the place where the majority of
environmentally hazardous production facilities is
concentrated. Before 2008, Liaoning provincial
administration had cooperated most fruitfully with
Japanese provincial authorities and individual cities,
such as Sapporo, Kitakyushu, and Toyama. From mid-
1990s till 2000 Liaoning province had received 15
grants for initial environmental projects totaling to JY
97.2 mil and 11 loans totaling to JY 103.7 bin [8].

In addition, Liaoning provincial authorities with
the contribution of Toyama Municipality have
undertaken an environmental research of Liao, Daliao
and Daling river basins, a project that is presently on its
final stage. Parties monitor marine waters to the east of
Liaoning province. Japan has also provided technical
assistance in effluents processing on the Liao river.

City of Dalian located on the Bohai Bay’s coast
has fruitfully cooperated with Kitakyushu, with 20
industrial plants of the latter providing technological
assistance and supplying equipment to similar
industrial plants of the former [8]. This takes the
cooperation in the field of environment protection to a
new level where cooperation between authorities gives
way to direct relations between individual businesses.

In addition to its close cooperation with Japan,
Liaoning province is broadening ties with neighboring
countries, organizing annual hi-tech products’
exhibitions and scientific conferences, thus providing
Chinese specialists with an opportunity for the
exchange of experience with their foreign colleagues.

Since 1987, Jilin province has been cooperating
with Japanese provincial authorities of Tottori, Miyagi
and Shimane prefectures, having received 14 Japanese

grants totaling to JY 16.89 bln and taken part in three
technological projects [8].

One of the major joint projects, related to the
reduction of hazardous emissions to Sungari and Liao
river basins, had been funded in the amount of JY 12.8
bln by the Japanese Economic Cooperation Fund [8].
The project consisted of eight mini-projects with five
of them dedicated to contaminated water cleaning, two
- to industrial effluents cleaning and one — to Sungari
river’s water quality monitoring. Implementation of
that multifaceted project improved the environment of
several cities and notably reduced all kinds of industrial
emissions as in the course of all five water cleaning
projects’ implementation 900 thousand tons of
effluents were processed daily.

Since 1999, Jilin province has been broadening
international cooperation in the purification of river
flows emptying into the Sea of Japan. Japanese
prefectures of Tottori and Shimane have invested JY
6.22 mil and JY 4.28 mil, respectively, to this Chinese
province’s environmental projects. These funds have
been spent for waste treatment facilities on Tumenjian
(Tumangan) and Sungari rivers, as well as for wildlife
conservation research in NEA [8].

In 1990s the Jilin provincial administration set up
a group for environmental works planning in the
Tumenjiang (Tumangan) river basin that worked in
cooperation with ecologists from Russia, the RK, the
DPRK and Mongolia. In 2008 the Jilin Bureau for
Environment Protection started information exchange
and joint preparation of industrial plants’ personnel
with the Environmental Bureau of South Korean
province of Gyeonggi-do that has access to the Sea of
Japan.

Heilongjiang province has also eagerly joined the
international cooperation in the field of environment
protection. In 2007 it received a JY 8.2 mil grant and
JY 25.3 bIn loan from the Government of Japan. In
addition, its authorities cooperated with Japanese
ecologists in two technological projects related to
pesticide detection in Songhua’s water [8].

After 2005’s explosion at a petrochemical plant in
Jilin, hazardous chemicals had contaminated
Songhua’s water and later reached the Russian
territory, incurring environmental damage. As a result,
in 2006 Heilongjiang and Khabarovsk Region
authorities had enhanced cooperation in joint research
of Amur’s water contamination level [8], starting to
exchange environmental information and provide
technical assistance in Ussuri River’s and Khanka
Lake’s water resources protection.

In 2007, an NEA environmental research center
established in  Harbin concluded cooperation
agreements with South Korean environmental
organizations [9]. Center’s tasks include scientific
research on the climate change and environmental
situation in NEA.

As the economy of northeastern China grows, the
region may expect the emergence of new
environmental issues, so the role of international
cooperation in the field of environment protection will
be gaining prominence.
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Plan of northeastern China’s old industrial base
revival adopted by the central government in 2003 has
become one of the major priorities of the national
policy and is aimed at cooperation with NEA countries.
One of the strategic concepts of the plan is applying
advanced technologies to the refurbishment of old
industrial plants with high level of hazardous emissions
and power consumption to give a new momentum to
the country’s North-East development towards energy
saving and reduced environmentally-hazardous
emission by chemical and heavy industry.

This central government’s policy results in more
attention paid by northeastern China’s local authorities
to environmental issues than to industrial plants’
income [9]. E.g. Liaoning provincial authorities have
adopted and are enforcing a resolution enhancing
environment protection measures. According to the
document, Liaoning provincial authorities have started
paying equally close attention both to the environment
protection and to the economic growth, trying to
synchronize these processes and keep good balance
between them.

During the 10" 5-year period (2000 — 2005), the
total volume of state investment into the environment
protection reached CNY 69 bin. Altogether, in 2005 the
ratio of these investment to GDP grew from 1.5% to
2.5%, with the subsequent growth to 3.5% of GDP
during the 11™ 5-year period [9].

Severization of environmental requirements to
food products and other goods manufactured in
northeastern China has considerably increased the
interest to them among foreign consumers, primarily
those from Japan and South Korea, setting out ways for
lasting cooperation between Chinese and foreign
industrial plants manufacturing energy saving
equipment and developing new technologies.

At present, the “soft” nature of NEA countries’
cooperation in the field of environment protection is
primarily limited to promulgating declarations and
laying down plans without adopting their
implementation mechanisms. These documents may be
considered a theoretical foundation and a set of
principles for working out concepts of further
cooperation. One has to take into account, however,
that all the documents on parties’ intents are of no
practical value and are not enforceable. NEA lacks
organizations whose goals and objectives reflect
collective interests of all countries of the region, with
long-term plans of cooperation in the field of
environment protection. That is why many pressing
environmental issues cannot have prompt and quality
solutions in the nearest future.

Lack of necessary cooperation mechanisms leads
to unpreparedness of NEA countries to respond, in an
orchestrated manner, to crises, as the case with
chemical contamination of the Songhua River on
November 13, 2005 due to an accident at the Chinese
petrochemical plants, showed us [10]. The accident had
only been responded to by the authorities of China,
Mongolia and Russia, countries immediately affected
by the environmental disaster. However, despite the
graveness of the situation, Russian and Mongolian

authorities never took any joint action with China. At
the same time Japan and the Republic of Korea
intended to aid the affected areas but could not do that
because joint documents lacked provisions for such
actions. As a result, each damaged party had to bail
itself out of the difficulties on its own, relying upon its
own resources only.

Lack of environmental disaster recovery funds is
another big disadvantage. At the same time, Japan
played an important role in environmental projects’
funding [11], and owing to Japan’s financial
participation certain projects in China were
successfully implemented. However, financial abilities
of Japan are apparently limited, and Japan’s own
economic difficulties make it unable to constantly
increase environmental projects’ funding and provide
loans. Since 2008 Japan completely discontinued
extending loans to China for environment
improvement, so an agreement between NEA countries
on a joint environment protection fund becomes a
priority.

Nuclear disaster in Japan may incentivize the
establishment of a specific regional nuclear safety
institution. At present, there are 88 operating nuclear
reactors in China, Japan and the Republic of Korea, and
some of them are located on tectonic faults or close to
the sea coast, e.g. Hunyanhe NPP in Wafandiang (a
suburb of Dalian in Liaoning province), which
heightens the probability of Fukushima disaster
recurrence.

Effective prevention and prompt tackling of
possible  accidents’  aftermath  demands the
establishment of a regional crisis management
mechanism. This issue was discussed at the Japan,
China and South Korea Summit in Tokyo on May 21-
22, 2011 [11]. Parties came to an agreement upon the
necessity of closer nuclear safety cooperation regime.

In general, China’s cooperation with NEA
countries demonstrates positive dynamics and good
prospects. Taking into account the Chinese experience
and its interest in extending such cooperation, one can
assume China would welcome Russia’s participation in
the NEA countries’’ international cooperation in the
field of environment protection.
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DIGITALIZATION OF THE HEALTHCARE OF UKRAINE AS A PRIORITY OF PUBLIC POLICY
IN CONSTRUCTION MODERN MEDICAL SERVICES

Summary. The article studies the issue of digitalization of healthcare in Ukraine as a priority of state policy
in the construction of modern medical services. Examples of the implementation of innovative platforms and
modern medical services in the direction of digitalization of healthcare in Ukraine are given. The need to improve
the efficiency of the medical care industry through the introduction of modern information-automated systems

based on digital technologies has been substantiated.

Keywords: digitalization, healthcare, government policy, modern medical services

Problem statement. By choosing the European
direction of development, Ukraine has opened a new
horizons for the development of civil society and a real
opportunity to try to catch up with world economic
leaders. The need to build a digital economy and
society in Ukraine is almost unquestionable, because in
the digital age the country's success depends on
progress in building a knowledge society, and digital
development plays a key role in accelerating the
economic and social development of the country as a
whole.

Analysis of recent research and publications.
Problems of digitalization of public administration
were studied by: O. Karpenko, P. Klimushin, V.
Namestnik, D. Spasibov and others. D. Borkovsky and
T. Hryadil raised the issue of using digital technologies
in the field of healthcare. V. Zhuravel, T. Tkachuk.
However, despite the presence of a significant number
of scientific publications, further research is needed on
the digitalization of health care in Ukraine as a priority
of public policy in the construction of modern medical
services.

Definition of unsolved aspects of the problem.
Modern information-automated systems can greatly
facilitate the practice of medical care, in particular,
automation of data collection in medical institutions
allows to optimize the work of medical staff, provide
more accurate diagnosis of diseases, monitor the

condition and course of the patient's disease, streamline
medical rehabilitation, improve forecasting and disease
prevention, etc. At the same time, connecting medical
resources to the Internet opens up many opportunities,
but at the same time poses significant threats: network
hacking; unauthorized inclusion; interference with
medical appointments and manipulations, distortion of
their results or effectiveness; making adjustments to the
schedule of preparation for medical and diagnostic
procedures, surgical interventions, pharmaceutical
support; disconnection (damage, readjustment) of the
security system, etc.

The purpose of the article. The aim of the article
is to study the state of digitalization of health care in
Ukraine as a priority of state policy in the construction
of modern medical services.

The main material. The main task in reforming
the medical sector in Ukraine is to create a single,
integrated information and analytical system of public
health based on electronic identification of patients in
health care facilities, data collection of preventive
examinations for further use in analytical, expert and
statistical systems, which is in line with the creation of
a national e-health system that has the safe and cost-
effective use of digital technologies in health care,
including health care, health surveillance, medical
education, dissemination of knowledge, etc.
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The only way to solve systemic problems in the
field of health care is a strategically oriented state
policy, the main task of which is to define human health
as one of the main priorities of the state, to create,
develop and ensure the functioning of the new national
health care system.

The new national health care system should be
based on fundamental principles, which are
fundamental and should be applied in all sectors of
health care and should be reflected at each subsequent
stage of construction and development of the health
care system, namely: systemic integrated development
and integration, decentralization, security,
accessibility, publicity, quality, prevention.

The formation and implementation of the National
Strategy for Health Development (Transformation) of
Ukraine on these principles should be carried out in
accordance with the six components identified by the
“WHO?”: the provision of medical services, health care
resources, health information systems, funding, access
to basic medicines and medical devices, leadership /
management. All of these components are somehow
related to digital tools and technologies.

The “new” health care system must be human-
oriented and economically sustainable, and will work
effectively in Ukraine at the stage of humanity's entry
into the digital economy, which is a new technological
device.

Given the spread of the COVID-19 virus in
Ukraine, there is an urgent need to control the current
burden on health care facilities. Medical information
systems that have implemented the functionality to
work with COVID-19: “Doctor Elex”, “nHealth”

(Health of the Nation), “MC PLUS”, “e-life”,
“UkrMedSoft”, “Medstar Solutions”,
“MedInfoService”, “Helsi”. Checking their

functionality is ongoing, which means that the list of
Medical Information Systems is dynamic and
expanding.

In the “eHealth” system, functions are available
that allow monitoring of the current condition: the
patient, his diagnosis and life cycle; route and current
location of the patient (self-isolation or hospital stay);
burden on health care facilities; load on the place of
service provision; load on the doctor; load on
ventilators [1].

At present, primary care plays an important role in
the fight against the pandemic. The workload on family
physicians has increased significantly, as they are the
first to be contacted by patients with suspected COVID-
19. 1,051 mobile teams have been set up in almost 600
primary health care facilities. The number of doctors
who provide primary care to patients has also
increased; in the first half of 2020, the number
increased by more than 800 people [2].

To prevent the spread of pandemic COVID-19
Ministry of Health of Ukraine has established interim
measures that are mandatory for health facilities,
including telemedicine [3].

In March 2020, “Telemed24” launched a free
patient-to-patient telemedicine platform. The patient
can register for an online consultation with a doctor

through the “Medcard24” mobile application, which
takes place in the format of telephone or video
communication. The “Telemed24” platform for online
patient counseling transmits data to the Electronic
Health Care System of Ukraine (eHealth) [4].

In October 2020, the National Health Service of
Ukraine together with the Ministry of Health and the
Ministry of Digital Transformation launched an
updated “eBaby” service. The system allows you to get
about ten services from different authorities on just one
application. You can get these services without visiting
institutions. Their list is as follows: state registration of
birth; determination of the child's origin, his belonging
to the citizenship of Ukraine; registration of residence;
appointment of assistance and others. The beginning of
joining the service is a medical report on the birth of a
child. The “eBaby” service will help parents of
newborns to reduce the number of visits to medical
facilities during the COVID-19 pandemic, thus
minimizing the risk of contracting the virus in public
places [5].

According to statistics, in November 2020, the
incidence of coronavirus in the world began to decline,
but the dynamics of decline in Ukraine is not yet
observed.

You can come across a lot of fakes and myths
about COVID-19 in the media and social networks.
Myths are one of the main obstacles to the fight against
COVID-19. To prevent the spread of myths, the
European Regional Office of the World Health
Organization and the UNICEF Foundation have
launched a new chatbot HealthBuddy. The bot answers
the questions and disseminates current and factual
information about COVID-19 [6].

A smartphone can be the key to measuring mental
health. US researchers have developed a mobile
application PROSIT, which allows you to determine
the state of anxiety or depression, depending on the
actions on your own phone. The app also tracks
exercise, sleep, call frequency and musical preferences.
For example, the speed and power of typing may
indicate an emotionally charged state. Users also have
the opportunity to take a 90-second test that describes
the most exciting event of the week and express their
feelings on a five-point scale.

The “Vocalis Health” application uses artificial
intelligence to identify the patient's condition according
to voice markers for various diseases (respiratory,
cardiac or behavioral disorders). The application allows
you to analyze the voice in more detail than what is
perceived by the human ear. This feature will help to
learn about the effects of disease on voice markers [8].

To prevent the spread of COVID-19 in Ukraine, a
mobile application “Action at home” was launched [9].
The application is designed to communicate with the
citizen and monitor the implementation of mandatory
self-isolation during quarantine. It is based on the
foreign experience of countries that use digital tools to
ensure the safety of citizens during a pandemic.

According to the Resolution of the Cabinet of
Ministers of Ukraine, persons crossing the state border
of Ukraine can choose one of two options:
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hospitalization in specialized observatories (isolators);
14-day self-isolation at the place of residence for
persons who have agreed to undergo it using the
application “Action at home”.

Options for the application “Action at home” are
as follows: confirmation of the location of self-isolation
with the definition of geolocation; photo confirmation
of stay at the place of self-isolation; emergency call to
the hotline of the Ministry of Health of Ukraine;
planned functionality for monitoring the development
of symptoms [10].

Thus, the proper collection, management and use
of information within the health care system determines
the effectiveness of the system in identifying health
problems, setting priorities, inventing innovative
solutions and allocating resources to improve health
care.

According to experts of the joint project of the
World Bank and the Ministry of Health of Ukraine
“Improving health care at the service of people”, one of
the important factors of successful management in the
field of health care in Ukraine is the high efficiency of
information management due to the availability,
reliability and efficiency of data.

Conclusions.  Thus, the importance of
digitalization in the field of health care is obvious, as it
is an important vital need for its development and
effective delivery of services. According to the
European Union's “European Health Strategy 20207
program, Ukraine needs to build a single digital space
in the medical field that will accelerate the process of
reforming it, makes it optimal and transparent and
significantly improve health care, reduce social
tensions in Ukrainian society.

Summary. The article analyzed the process of educational integration of young people with disabilities in
the Republic of Uzbekistan. based on statistical data, the sequence of obtaining secondary and higher education
for people with disabilities is studied. Despite the growth in the number of children with special educational needs,
the dynamics of children attracted to inclusive education remains low, as a result, most children with disabilities
receive education in specialized educational institutions, and the percentage of those enrolled in higher education
is only young people who have graduated from mass educational institutions.

The article also touches upon the issues of social protection of persons with disabilities in the Central Asian
republics a comparative analysis of changes in attitudes to persons with disabilities is carried out, in particular,
quotas for education and job quotas are studied.

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Summary. The paper studies the issue of the temporal and essential characteristics of the regulatory civil
relationship. The article defends the thesis, according to which a significant role belongs to the legal relationship
in concretizing the duration of the social relations regulated by it. The content of civil attitude in the regulatory
state has been studied in detail. It is proved that the content of the possible behavior of the rightholder manifests
itself both because of domination over the debtor through the requirement of a certain behavior from him, and
through his own active actions of the authorized person. In this case, the obliged subject must refrain from any
actions that prevent this. Therefore, legal relations create specific social opportunities for subjects of law to meet
certain needs either by their own actions or by the actions of others. The correctness of this approach, in particular,
is confirmed by the analysis of temporal factors inherent in the subjective material law of a person. Proper
regulatory regulation in this area is to ensure a real opportunity for the authorized to exercise his subjective right
within an adequate and appropriate period. The main thing is that the subjective right is exercised over time, as
long as it exists. After the expiration of the time for the regulatory implementation of the right, its violation begins,

which means that the protective-legal material relationship comes into effect.

Key words: regulatory legal relationship, substantive law, term of implementation of subjective law.

Formulation of the problem. Virtually all human
actions, powers and responsibilities are temporary, so
time is crucial for understanding the legal nature and
content of the relationship, including those covered by
civil law. Substantive legal interactions of subjects
have practical significance only when they acquire
legal expression. Legal relations are a condition of
movement and a way to concretize social relations, in
particular, the subjective composition of the latter, the
functions that their participants have in relation to each
other [1, p. 522]. It is a legally regulated and state-
protected public relationship, the participants of which
act as bearers of mutually corresponding legal rights
and obligations. When a relationship is governed by
law, the behavior of its participants becomes
interconnected and legally fixed. Legal relations are
also social relations in which due to the existence of law
(a set of legal features) other social relations are
expressed, arise, change and cease to exist [2, p. 33].
The parties to the relationship act as bearers of
subjective rights and responsibilities. A significant role
belongs to the legal relationship and in specifying the
duration of the social relations regulated by it.

One of the main principles of modern property
turnover is the principle of proper performance of
obligations, the essence of which is that performance
should be carried out by the parties properly in
accordance with the terms of the contract and the law,
and in the absence of such conditions and requirements
- in accordance with business customs. turnover or
other requirements that are usually imposed (Article
526 of the Civil Code of Ukraine, Part 1 of Article 193
of the Economic Code of Ukraine). It is as a result of
proper performance that the interests of the creditor are
most satisfied. The attribute of performance of the
obligation under the contract is the parties, term and
place of performance. The question of the terms of
fulfillment of the obligation by the counterparty under
the contract in the regulatory regime is very important,
because from determining the moment from which the
debtor's obligation to perform a certain obligation and
the moment when such obligation ends, ie from setting
the term of performance of the obligation depends on
the possibility of further exercise by the creditor of his
subjective right and, ultimately, its protection.

Nowadays, the position on the limitations of any
subjective right is quite indisputable in civilization, if
the limits of the law are not established, it is impossible
to exercise it. But, unfortunately, the position on the
duration of subjective law as one of the factors
influencing the limits of the conduct of the entitled
person, as well as on the limitation of the right to certain
terms - has become established.

Analysis of recent research and publications.
Civil doctrine has traditionally encompassed the notion
of temporal regulation of such phenomena as the space
of time during which an action is to take place and a
certain limit of time from which an action begins or
ends, or another legally significant consequence occurs.
Each of the well-known researchers in the field of
civilization in one way or another paid attention to this
issue. It is enough to indicate the works of LE.
Engelman, O.L. Borovikovsky, M.A. Gurvich, V.P.
Gribanov, O.S. Joffe, O.0. Krasavchikov, Y.K. Tolstoy
and other scientists. Among modern scientists we
should mention V.V. Luts, K.Yu. Lebedeva, P.M.
Rabinovych, S.0. Slipchenko, T.V. Bodnar, etc.
Thanks to the conducted scientific researches in the
theory of law separate conclusions concerning the legal
order of regulation of terms have been developed. At
the same time, the main problems concerning the
organization of interaction of subjects at the level of the
authorized - the obliged person remain unsolved. In
particular, in practical and even theoretical areas there
is an unjustified mixing of the essence of regulatory and
protective legal relations, often certain properties of
protective legal regulation are used to mediate
regulatory relations, and vice versa. This is most
evident in the assessment of the temporal
manifestations of civil interactions, when the timing of
the existence of subjective law is not carefully confused
with the timing of their protection. This work is aimed
at achieving certainty in this issue.

Highlighting previously unresolved parts of a
common problem. There are different views in the
literature on the essence of subjective civil law, which
is part of the content of the legal relationship. G.F.
Shershenevich pointed out that the main factor for
subjective law is to determine what is prohibited for the
subject of duty. And from this follow the possibilities
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of the subject of law [3, p. 574]. F.K. Savigny held
approximately the same position. He noted, in
particular, that the freedom of will of the holder of a
subjective right should be manifested in his
domination, but the latter should be directed not to the
entire behavior of the obligated person, but only to his
individual action. This action will then be subject to the
will of the creditor, as an exception to the general
freedom of the obligated subject. Such an attitude of
domination over a certain action of another person is
called an obligation [4, p. 462]. In other words, this
legal position was that the content of the right holder's
behavior is manifested through the positive actions of
the obligated person and is not realized through his own
active behavior.

Presentation of the main material. There is no
doubt that the authority can be exercised by a person
and through independent positive actions, while the
obligated entity must refrain from any actions that
prevent it. Thus, the tenant's exercise of the powers
included in the right to own and use the property is due
to his active actions, while other persons are deprived
of the right to prevent him from doing so [5, p. 31]. In
view of this, S.N. Bratus noted that the content of
subjective law is not only that it is forbidden to do to
the obligated person, but also in the behavior allowed
to the subject [6, p. 33]. Disagreeing with this
definition, OS loffe pointed out that subjective law
does not establish the permissibility, but the possibility
of certain behavior of its bearer. In other words,
according to the scientist, the subjective right is not
reduced to the allowed own actions of the
commissioner, but to ensuring the possibility of these
actions, which is achieved through legal means to
guarantee certain necessary behavior of obligated
persons. Therefore, the subjective right is always the
right not to one's own, but to someone else's actions [1,
p. 558-559]. However, the scientific doctrine of the
content of subjective substantive law continues to
develop, and currently the most balanced is its legal
interpretation, which determines not only the behavior
of one of the participants in the relationship. Subjective
law encompasses two elements in their interconnection:
the ability to determine their own behavior and the
requirement of proper behavior from the bearers of
legal obligation [7, p. 382]. In other words, legal
relations create specific social opportunities for
subjects of law to meet certain needs or their own
actions or the actions of others and are provided by the
hypothesis of the legal norm of public relations, which
is expressed in mutual legal rights and responsibilities
of subjects of law [ &, p. 127].

This legal position has now found quite broad
support in our civilization [9, p. 26-27]. The correctness
of this approach, in particular, is confirmed by the
analysis of temporal factors inherent in the subjective
substantive law of the individual. After all, acts of civil
law much more often do not limit the time of existence
of the subjective right, but set the terms (terms) of
performance of the obligation by the debtor. For
example, periods of fulfillment of obligations in such
civil agreements as contracting, delivery, transportation

are mandatory essential factors, the condition of the
period of fulfillment of obligations may be contained in
contracts of lease, sale, storage, etc. And, although the
term of performance of the obligation by the debtor
may not be established by agreement of the parties, this
does not mean that the obligation does not have a term
of its implementation. In this case, the debtor's
obligation to fulfill the obligation arises at a specific
time or immediately after the creditor's claim, which
the latter may present at any time. Thus, almost every
binding legal relationship has a certain term for the
fulfillment of the obligation by the debtor: it can be
defined in the contract by a period of time or term, or
indefinitely. In both cases, this period has an initial and
final date. As has been repeatedly noted in the legal
literature, an important feature of subjective
substantive law is to ensure the real possibility of its
implementation by the authorized person [10, p. 112-
113]. At the same time, it is important that the set of
legal norms that regulate certain relations should be
sufficient for a clear and unambiguous expression of
the will of the legislator. Incompleteness, gaps in the
law, as well as its "overload" create conditions for
different law enforcement. This fully applies to the
legal designation of temporal factors of subjective law.
Indeed, there can be no civil rights with indefinite
content or those that do not involve their physical
exercise. The same applies to subjective rights with a
lifetime of zero. Therefore, each substantive right must
have a period of validity during which it can be
exercised. Therefore, the existence of a subjective right
cannot be "immediate™. In our opinion, it is necessary
to clarify the content of the relevant concept. First,
although the law uses this term to describe the time
during which the debtor must perform the obligation, it
still fully applies to the existence of the creditor's right.
After all, the action in the time of subjective duty
corresponds to the same action of subjective civil law.
And, as pointed out, civil law cannot exist for a
moment, because the initial and final terms of
instantaneity coincide. Secondly, we must agree with
the opinion expressed in the scientific literature that
when the legislator deems it necessary to immediately
(immediately) fulfill the obligation, this term should be
understood as the minimum reasonable time required to
perform a particular action, [11, p. 210].

The term of existence of a subjective right may be
determined not only by transactions, but also by law
and other legal acts, in particular, administrative ones.
Normally expressed rules must be comprehensive and
understandable, when the concept, set within its limits,
separated from all related, words and expressions are
accurate, when they express only those terms that are
intended to express, no more, no less [12, p. 238].
However, our legislation does not always address this
issue in a balanced way: by formulating in detail the
content of a certain authority of a person, which arises
under certain circumstances, it often leaves the question
of the duration of this power open. In this case, if the
duration of the subjective right is not explicitly stated,
reasonableness criteria should be used to calculate the
duration or realization of a certain subjective right.
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Traditionally, the result of understanding and
application of certain legislative provisions is
determined by case law. In our opinion, the rejection of
the normative development of certain temporal factors
should be considered as an exceptional measure, as it
means giving law enforcement agencies an unlimited
framework of judicial discretion in resolving this issue.
As a result, subjectivism is possible, as courts often
assume a fairly broad interpretation of the content
(including duration) of a particular legal relationship.

The interrelation of the subjective substantive law
of its bearer with the legal obligation of the obligated
person (including those whose temporal coordinates are
difficult to determine in the regulatory development of
interaction) is the quintessence of the legal relationship.
However, the opinion once expressed in the literature
about the possibility of subjective rights, not secured by
the obligatory behavior of others, is still popular, as the
law provides that the basis of subjective law can be not
only a contract under which counterparties form their
rights and responsibilities, but also directly an act of
legislation [13, p. 17]. Examples are the so-called
intangible benefits: the right to life, name, freedom of
movement, and so on. We do not agree to accept this
thesis. The correct view of the possibility of the
existence of certain subjective rights outside the legal
relationship, ie without a legal connection with the
legal obligation of others, cannot be recognized as
correct. In fact, subjective law as a legal phenomenon
will exist only when it is in one way or another related
to the obligations of other entities. Even if we consider
property relations or other absolute relations, it should
be noted that they also contain specific rights secured
by corresponding obligations. In the process of their
regulatory implementation (ie, implementation in the
desired, regulatory manner) between the right holder
and the obligated entities there is a relationship of an
absolute nature. The behavior of an indefinite number
of obligated persons is that they have no right to prevent
the holder of a subjective right from exercising it. In
other words, - not to encroach on the freedom to
exercise powers [14, p. 4]. Failure to perform such an
obligation is a violation of the rights of the right holder,
which results in the emergence of a subjective right to
protection, which is already exercised in a binding
manner.

Instead, in relative legal relations, the subjective
substantive law from the very beginning is an integral
element of the binding relationship, and it inevitably
corresponds to the obligation of another entity to
commit a certain act (action or omission) aimed at
satisfying (exercising) rights. and the interests of the
believer. As we have just noted, the doctrine assumes
that the content of a civil obligation is the obligation of
the debtor to perform a certain action (or to refrain from
it) and the right of the creditor to demand this action.
Therefore, through the obligation the legal status of the
person is personified [15, p. 11-12]. A similar approach
can be observed in the current civil law (Article 509 of
the CCU). In our opinion, such a definition is not
entirely correct. And, first of all, because in civilization
the use of terms as synonyms is possible only insofar as

these terms do not have a specific legal definition.
Meanwhile, the expression "requirement” is mainly
associated with the implementation of a written or oral
appeal of the managed entity to the obligor. It is in this
sense that it is repeatedly found in civil law (Article 680
of the CCU). Therefore, it is more appropriate to
characterize the obligation as a set of obligations of the
debtor to perform a certain act and the creditor's right
to obtain a positive effect of such an act. And the term
"requirement” would be correct to use rather in cases
where the exercise of the right should be facilitated by
a clearly expressed active action of the entitled person.
For example, the content of a monetary obligation
under a contract of sale is the buyer's obligation to
transfer the amount of money and the seller's right to
receive the thing (not to be confused with the term
"accept"”, because acceptance is often the subject's
obligation under a completely different obligation)
specified funds. Under the property obligation under
the lease agreement, the lessee has the right to receive
the property for use (and not to demand to grant him the
specified right), and the landlord is obliged to transfer
the property.

At one time, the literature expressed the opinion
that subjective law in its development goes through
several stages, including the stage of legal capacity
(potential state of law), the emergence of subjective law
with the onset of certain legally significant factors
(legal status) and the implementation of subjective law
[16, p. 161]. Leaving without comment the expediency
of classifying the rights that lie in the sphere of the
possible, to the elements of subjective law or to the
content of legal capacity, we can note that the
separation of the state of law from the period of its
implementation is incorrect from a methodological
point of view. Such an approach, no matter how much
its apologists would like it, will still not allow to give a
clear answer to the question of how to draw conclusions
that are universal in nature from the knowledge of a
limited list of things, from incomplete induction. The
content of the subjective right is the amount of
permissible behavior of the entitled person, which he
can perform to exercise his right. In other words,
subjective law is a measure of the possible behavior of
an authorized person. In civil science, it is convincingly
proven that possible behavior, which is the content of
subjective law, and behavior aimed at the
implementation of law, are correlated as a possibility
and reality [17, p. 32]. Thus, exercising his right, the
subject performs real volitional actions, turning this
possibility into reality. Subjective right can be
exercised by the carrier immediately after its
occurrence (lighter loan), can be realized in a certain,
sometimes quite long, period after that (if such
realization involves a one-time act - a refund), in the
end, can be exercised by repeated long execution even
every second (use of leased property). The main thing
is that the subjective right is exercised during the time
during which it exists. The exercise of law is a way of
its existence, the transformation of social needs into
reality. After the expiration of the time for the
regulatory implementation of the right, its violation
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begins, and therefore the effect of the protection and
legal relationship.

From the above we can draw certain conclusions.
Public relations, whether they have a legal basis or not,
are certain objective phenomena that exist in space and
time. The subjective rights and responsibilities of the
parties to this relationship also have spatial and
temporal boundaries, moreover, quite often it is the
time factor that sometimes has a decisive influence on
the content of subjective law or leads to its change. A
legal fact (time or event) is a necessary condition for
the realization of the possibility of judicial protection,
with the occurrence of which the legislation connects
the emergence of the right to protection. The question
of the terms of performance of the obligation by the
counterparty under the contract is very important,
because from determining the moment from which the
debtor's obligation to perform a certain obligation and
the moment when such obligation ends, ie from setting
the deadline obligation, depends on the possibility of
further exercise by the creditor of his subjective right
and, ultimately, its protection. A legal fact (time or
event) is a necessary condition for the realization of the
possibility of judicial protection, with the occurrence of
which the legislation connects the emergence of the
right to protection. And it is from the moment of the
offense that the regulatory legal relationship is
terminated and the protective one begins.

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Annotation. The author of the article made an attempt to disclose the term “Named ways of securing the
fulfillment of obligations” accepted in the legal doctrine. The conclusion is made about the conditionality of the
term, since the type of interim measures is very subjective and is determined by what exactly one or another author

understands by "name".

Given the heterogeneity of the ways to ensure the obligations listed in paragraph 1 of Art. 329 of the Civil
Code of the Russian Federation and taking the structure of Chapter 23 of the Civil Code of the Russian Federation
as a given, the main debatable issues of the accessory obligations listed in it are considered. It is concluded that it
is impossible to create norms that would be common to all these institutions (a kind of *common part"), due to

their heterogeneity.

A paradigm has been formulated according to which accessory is a property of obligations (which are the
essence of a legal relationship), and not of contracts, and obligations are accessory in relation to other obligations,

and not to contracts.
