Annotation: | would like to note that the problems of the work under consideration are very complex. The
topic of the selected study is relevant for several reasons. First, this is due to the fact that the crisis in Russia-
NATO-US relations is currently escalating. This will be especially evident after the election of a new US president,
namely in the case of the presidency of Joe Biden. Secondly, starting from the origins and evolution of the North
Atlantic Alliance to the present day, Russia should once again analyze the strategic concept of NATO and take
some proactive steps to reduce geopolitical damage and mitigate local crises or conflicts, including on its borders.
The purpose of this study is to examine the evolution of the strategic concept of NATO, in particular to date. The
object of the study is the military policy of NATO. The subject of the research is NATO's actions towards Russia.
It seems that for this work, the method of time comparison, as well as comparison, is optimal. Correlation of
information obtained from various groups of sources (historical, political science, etc.) was carried out. The main
conclusion of the study is that now the general line of the US and NATO is aimed at escalating tensions with their
"strategic partner” - Russia. For this, NATO's strategic concept has already been greatly transformed, and under
the leadership of the United States it will only become tougher and confrontational. The novelty of the topic under
study lies in the fact that the author has conducted a brief analysis of all strategic concepts of the North Atlantic
Alliance since the founding of the organization and made an attempt to consider the resumption of a new escalation
between the Russian Federation with the United States and with NATO at the stage of an ambiguous transition of
power in the United States.

Abstract. The scientific problems of the article reveal the question of the influence of the emotional factor
on the culture of managerial communication. The article considers the concept of emotional and socio-
psychological competence as an integrative characteristic of personality, presents a theoretical analysis of concepts
and structural components of emotional and socio-psychological competence as a component of professional
communicative culture of public administration. It is noted that the effectiveness of the competency approach is
reflected in the praxeological - substantive level of public administration: in the system of motivation,
communication, behavior of public servants, as well as includes socio-moral norms, personal characteristics of the
specialist, functioning in a certain value, sociocultural and professional communication.

An analysis of the affective components of the formation of communicative culture of modern public servants
is presented, as the emotional background of communicative interaction is the basis for establishing constructive
relationships in a professional communicative environment. The general characteristics of the emotional factor are
ambivalence, internal contradictions, uncertainty, dissatisfaction, negative group thinking. Actual problem is the
rational choice of appropriate management technologies that meet modern social challenges and overcoming
contradictions in the perception of the situation of perception of social change.

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INTERNAL POLITICAL DISAGREEMENT AND POWER STRUGGLE
AT THE END OF THE 20TH CENTURY IN AFGHANISTAN

Abstract. Following the withdrawal of former Soviet troops from Afghan territory (1989) and the crisis of
the Afghanistan Peoples Democratic Party regime (1992), civil wars between the mujahedeen in Afghanistan
escalated (1992-1996). The absence of a central government, the control of local areas by “field commanders” and
the direct implementation of the functions of the supreme power by these individuals on the ground have led to a
complete crisis of the state in Afghanistan. During this period, disagreements between the country's mujahedeen
escalated into an all-out war, which lasted until the Taliban seized power and led to the complete collapse of the

centralized state system in Afghanistan and the emergence of "state-like political structures™ in some areas.
Keywords: political disagreement, internal situation, “tanzim”, “Taliban” movement, external influence,

power struggle, religious factor, mujahedeen, “shura”.

Looking at the internal political situation in
Afghanistan at the end of the twentieth century, the
government of the mujahedeen failed to establish peace
and stability, there are constant clashes between their
various military-political structures, and the country is
practically divided into many small autonomous units.
It is worth noting that such unrest in Afghanistan is one
of the factors that ensured the success of the Taliban,
who have turned into a new political force in the
country in their quest for power.

Another noteworthy aspect of the Taliban's
successful movement across the country is that first,
their representatives arrive in the capital, Kabul, to
meet with Burkhaniddin Rabbani and state that their
main goal is to fight Gulbuddin Khikmatyar and several
small military groups like him, who are in opposition to
Rabbani's government. As a result, Rabbani fully trusts
them and even instructs the leaders of wealthy
mujahedeen in the south of the country to support the
Taliban in every possible way.!

The Taliban's actions are tactical in nature, they
undermine the Rabbani government and use him to
achieve their goals. In turn, Rabbani believes in the
Taliban, and it is clear that the basis of this belief is the

desire of the Taliban to strike at the forces of Hikmatyar
and get rid of him.

On November 5, 1994, the Taliban captured the
ancient capital of Afghanistan, Kandahar, and at the
end of November the provinces of Helmand and Zabul,
Ghazni in January 1995, and Herat, an important
strategic city in the northwest, on September 5, 1995.2

The small number of Taliban in the first military
operation reached 3,000 during the conquest of
Kandahar, but by early 1995 it had grown to over
10,000.°

While the Taliban struggled to occupy Afghan
territory, their actions were directly controlled by
Pakistan. The movement's efforts to create a "true
Islamic state" with the Koran in one hand and a
Kalashnikov assault rifle in the other are led by
Pakistan's leading inter-agency intelligence (Inter-
Services Intelligence — ISI) - responsible for the supply
of weapons, the Society of Islamic Scholars (“Jamiat-i
ulamo-i islam”), a religious fundamentalist party (led
by Fazl ur-Rakhman) that has partnered with the
Pakistani government since 1993, ideologically
supports the Taliban.* It should be noted that General
Nasrullakh Bobar, Pakistan interior minister and

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B.Bhutto's adviser on Afghanistan, made a significant
contribution to the formation of the Taliban as a
relatively strong military-political group.®

The Rabbani government, which did not properly
assess the potential of the Taliban during its initial
efforts, began a series of steps in late 1995 as the
Taliban approached the capital, Kabul, seeking
rapprochement with their "old" allies, the mujahedeen.
In this process, in particular, Iran played a certain
mediating role. This is because while Pashtun
fundamentalists of Sunni Islam come to power in
Afghanistan, Shiites (Hazaras, Ismailis) ¢, who are 19%
of the country's population, come to power, and it was
natural that the Persian-speaking population (mainly
Tajiks and Hazaras), who make up almost half of the
country's population, would be in great danger.’
Therefore, with the mediation of the Iranian
government, an agreement was reached between the
two major political forces in Afghanistan - the
government of B.Rabbani and G.Hikmatyar, who was
in opposition to him and was attacked by the Taliban.
Then Hikmatyar again served as prime minister in the
government of Rabbani, and his troops entered Kabul
on May 5, 1996. However, other political forces of the
Mujahedeen did not want to unite with these two
leading forces of the Mujahedeen, and the overall
political and military situation in the country remained
very dangerous.

The Rabbani government was unable to organize
the defense of the capital and did not want the
population to suffer during the siege, so the Taliban
liberated the city without a fight, and the Taliban forces
captured Kabul on September 27, 1996.8

The Taliban took over Kabul, in flagrant violation
of international law and generally accepted norms of
diplomatic immunity, stormed the UN mission, arrested
and tortured former President Mukhammad
Najibullakh and his brother Akhmad, who had sought
refuge there from 1992 to 1996, and killed them in
central Kabul, defiantly hung.®

During the active military campaign of the Taliban
to invade Afghanistan, a number of opinions were
expressed in scientific and expert circles about their
goal after coming to power and the fate of the country.

Some argue that the Taliban are the military
vanguard in the return of former King M.Zahirshah to
the throne, and that the Taliban will hand over power to
the former king as soon as he takes over, according to

another point of view, the Taliban does not claim power
at all, its goal is to restore order in Afghanistan and
transfer power to the legitimate government, which will
be formed at the Loya Jirga, a large gathering of Afghan
representatives. Proponents of this view say that
Taliban alumni lack the experience and skills to run a
modern state and that they had to hand over power to
exiled Afghan "technocrats” after coming to power.%
However, none of this was justified, and we can also
see from the fact that Mullah Mukhammad Umar -
"Amir al-Mu'minin" - was declared the "Amir of the
Muslims"!, "the leader of the Muslims" on April 3,
1996, at a gathering of more than 1,500 religious
scholars from Afghanistan, Pakistan, and Iran in
Kandahar, which has been attacking Kabul since late
1995, has shown a desire to establish a completely
different statehood when it comes to power. After that,
the Taliban occupied the entire country and tried to
change the official name of Afghanistan. However, by
October 1997, although they had not taken control of
the entire country, the Taliban announced the creation
of the Islamic Emirate of Afghanistan'?. Thus, the
Islamic Emirate of Afghanistan, formed by the Taliban,
a military-political group that supports a very radical
branch of Islam, was a theocratic state.

Subsequent military operations by the Taliban
were aimed at subjugating territories in the north of the
country. On the way, they were opposed by forces
belonging to the Islamic Unity Party of Afghanistan,
led by Akhmad Shakh Massoud, Abdul Rashid Dostum
and the Hazaras Abdul Karim Khalili.

Although the forces under the command of
General A.Dostum, who controlled six northern
provinces centered in Mazar-i-Sharif, were the main
obstacle to the Taliban movement in the north, during
the northern Taliban military operation in May 1997,
the forces under the leadership of Dostum split, and his
deputy, the Force under the leadership of General
Abdul Malik, opposed Dostum's efforts, collaborated
with the Taliban and allowed the Taliban to occupy
Mazar-i-Sharif. For the Taliban, Malik was only a tool
to capture Mazar-i-Sharif. Realizing this, A.Malik
suddenly hit the Taliban and managed to free the entire
north of Afghanistan from the Taliban, and the Taliban
retreated with heavy losses. After that A.Dostum and
A.Malik reconciled, and again A.Dostum took control
of the northern regions, but their forces were much
weaker.!3

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In June 1997, forces led by A.Masood, A.Dostum
and A.Khalili joined the United Islamic Alliance for the
Salvation of Afghanistan (Jabha-ye Muttahid-e Islomi
baroye Nejot-e Afghoneston) or, in scientific sources,
the so-called Northern Alliance. However, due to the
lack of mutual trust between the members of this
alliance, they could not unite their actions against a
common enemy, and as a result, by the end of 1998, the
northern territories under the control of Dostum -
Bamiyan, inhabited by the Hazaras under the control of
A.Khalili, passed to the Taliban.** Thus, before the
advance to the north, the Taliban controlled 75% of the
country's territory, and after the conquest of the north,
90% of Afghanistan came under their control.®®
Although the Taliban occupied the north of the country,
they were unable to completely suppress the resistance
movement here.

The Taliban declared the Islamic State of
Afghanistan, founded by the Mujahedeen in 1992, a
swamp of corruption and greed, and set about
destroying it and building a state entirely based on
"pure” Islamic principles. It is clear that a certain
ideological struggle is going on here between the
Taliban and the Mujahedeen. Although both sides
fought on the basis of Islamic ideology and declared
that the state would be governed by Islamic ideology,
the Taliban's approach to this ideology was very
radical. From this point of view, this period shows that
in Afghanistan the struggle was not between
completely different ideas and views, as in the struggle
between the pro-Soviet PDPA government and the
Mujahedeen, but within the framework of the only
ideology inherent in Afghan society - Islamic ideology.
The mujahedeen, who once dominated communist
ideology, could do nothing to oppose the Taliban's idea
of going to the “Deobandi” school and gaining the
support of religious fundamentalist organizations in
Pakistan for power struggles.

During the Taliban era, some changes were made
in the sphere of government, and it was determined that
only Sharia law should prevail in the life of the state
and society. In line with public administration reforms,
the Taliban introduced a system of governing the
country through "soviets" and formed three
"councils"1® as central government bodies. The highest
governing body of the Taliban, the Interim Leadership
Council or Supreme Council, was formed and consisted
of 10 members, led by the leader of the movement,
M.Umar, based in Kandahar, the seat of the Taliban
leader. One of the remaining councils, the Kabul
Council in the capital, served as the executive branch,
while the other was the Military Council, both of which
were subordinate to the Supreme Council .*’

Summarizing the opinions expressed about the
events in Afghanistan at the end of the twentieth
century, the internal struggle for power and its negative
consequences, we can say the following.

In Afghanistan, which was divided into many
small parts at the beginning of the twentieth century,
the government of Burkhanuddin Rabbani was de jure
the highest power in the country and was eventually
ignored, not realizing how the Taliban posed a threat to
state power. Disagreements among mujahideen after
the 1992 coup in Kabul, lack of mutual trust and power
struggles have persisted since the Taliban entered the
country's political arena and seized central power.

The political and socio-economic situation in
Afghanistan deteriorated after the Taliban came to
power. In particular, complete backwardness,
aggravation of the situation of the people, complete
isolation from the world community had a huge
negative impact on the life of the country and threw the
country back for several years of development.

At the end of the twentieth century, as in the
previous period, the ideological struggle continued
between the forces fighting for power. The
mujahedeen, who are supported by the pro-Soviet
regime of the People's Democratic Party and defeated
the communist ideology alien to the Afghan society
based on Islamic ideology, did not take any action
against the radical views of their fellow Taliban and
were defeated on the ideological front.

OUTLINE OF THE HISTORY OF POLISH MURALISM

ZARYS HISTORII MURALIZMU W POLSCE

Abstrakt. Artykul rozpatrywa histori¢ muralizmu w Polsce — bardzo rozpowszechnionego gatunku
malarstwa Sciennego. Na podstawie bogatego materialu w prace byta podjeta proba opisania historycznego
rozwoju sztuki muralizmu bez oderwania od kolejno$ci zmiany okreséw historycznych Polski. Szczegdlng uwage
zwrocono rowniez na funkcje muralu, ktore zostaty nalozone na nich przez obywateli miasta.

Abstract. The article is designed to cover the Polish history of murals — a famous and popular genre of walls
painting. Being based on the rich material this work attempts to describe the historical development of muralism
with the deep connection with the changes of its historical periods. Special attention also was paid to the functions

that were superimposed on the murals by city dwellers.

Aktualnos$é. Zjawisko kultury muralistycznej w
przestrzeni miejskiej polskich miast istnieje juz od lat.

warunkuja aktualnos¢ niniejszego artykuhu.

Analiza najnowszych badan i publikacji.
Badaniu réznych aspektow historycznego rozwoju
muralizmu w Polsce poswigcone sg artykuly i
monografie m.in. takich naukowcow jak A.Gralinska-
Toborek [7], S. Frackiewcz [5], L. Biskupski [2], A.
Stasiak [18], A. Kmie¢ [9], R. Roskowinski [13],
M. Rutkewicz [3, 4, 14, 15, 16, 17], I. Jazdzewska [8],
E. Dymne;j [3, 4].

Obiektem ninejszego badania wystepuje rozwoj
historyczny sztuki muralu (ktora rozpatrywana jest jako
integralna cze¢s¢ kultury wizualnej miasta) na terenach
dzisiejszej Rzeczpospolitej Polski.

Gléwnym celem pracy jest przedstawienie
bardzo krotkiego zarysu historii muralizmu w Polsce.

Granice chronologiczne badania obejmujg okres
od przetomu XIX-XX wieku do poczatku XXI wieku.
Chociaz historyczne korzenie sztuki muralizmu w
swiecie zwigzane sg przede wszystkim z Meksykiem i
Irlandia Poélnocng [6], w Polsce murale w ich
najbardziej bliskim do wspodlczesnego znaczenia sensie
pojawiaja si¢ w latach 60-tych XX wieku. Mimo tego,
cz¢$¢ polskich badaczy wymieniajg nieco nieco inne
poczatki tego fenomenu w kraju nad Wistg [11].

Wybdr dolnej i gornej granicy chronologicznej
jest uzasadniony rozwojem tradycja muralizmu w
Polsce, jak i powstaniem w miastach nhowych murali o
roéznej zawarto$ci w czasach terazniejszych.

Prezentacja materialu. Malarstwo $cienne, wraz
z innymi, bardziej klasycznymi  $rodkami
przekazywania informacji, jest nie tylko jednym z
najciekawszych pod wzgledem wyboru ewentualnych
sciezek analizy narzedziem komunikacji migdzy
ludzmi, lecz takze stosunkowo nowg forma dzisiejszej
tworczosci artystycznej. Wielkoformatowe rysunki
cienne, ktore pojawiajg si¢ za zgoda wiadz (ogdlnie
rzecz biorgc w taki bardzo krétki i nieco przesadzony
sposob mozna ujaé pojecie muralu) w  celu
reklamowania czego$, upickszania pobliskiego
terytorium lub podniesienia kwestii o charakterze
ostrospotecznyn, mogg przekazywac rozne przestania
za swoja trescig oraz peié¢ absolutnie odmienne
funkcje (opisowi idealnych typow funkcji malowidet
$ciennych moglby by¢ pos§wiecony osobny artykut).

Wedtug opinii badaczki sztuki ulicznej Agnieszki
Gralinskiej-Toborek,  mural  jest  «najbardziej
widocznym rodzajem street artu, ze wzgledu na swoj
rozmiar». Piszgc o muralach, badaczka historii sztuki
miala na mysli «zewnetrzne malarstwo Scienne», ktore
powstaje zwykle na pustych bocznych $cianach
kamienic, magazynow czy fabryk, nieplanowanych
jako reprezentacyjne. Ich uwidocznenie zwigzane jest
zwykle z jaka$ zmiang, na przyktad wyburzeniem
sasiedniego budynku. Pozbawione 0zdob i podziatow
architektonicznych  (gzymsoéw, kolumn,  okien)
pozostaja wprawdzie widoczne, ale sg nieatrakcyjne,
nie przyciagaja wzroku. Dlatego zeby niewyposazona
przestrzen nie razita swoja niestosownos$cia i pustka,
wladze miast i osoby prywatne che¢tnie oddaja takie
$ciany artystom, aby oni, uwidaczniajac swojg sztuke,
czynili je niewidocznymi [7, s. 150-151]. Sebastian

Frackiewcz — znawca fenomenu ilustracji polskiej,
podczas wywiadu z jednym malarzem ulicznym
ustyszal, ze gdyz muralisci traktujg sciany jako plotno,
ich odpowiedzialno$¢ polega na tym, aby zostawic¢ po
sobie jak najlepszy obraz [5, s. 249].

Taka elastyczno$¢ formy jak ogdlnie sztuki
ulicznej, tak i w szczegdlnosci sztuki muralu pozwala
wktada¢ w nig rézne tresci. W zwigzku z tym, na uwage
zastuguje pochodzenia i stopniowego rozwoju muralu
na terenach wspotczesnej Polski.

Siggajac w przeszios¢, w konteScie polskim
wedlug cze$ci badaczy historii muralu jego korzenie
siegaja okresu przedwojennego. Aleksandra Luczak-
Brydak posuwa jeszcze dalej granice chronologiczne, i
mowi, ze poczatek bumu reklamowego na ziemiach
polskich sigga lat 60. XIX w. Jezeli chodzi o mural
reklamowy, wedlug niej, to jego wystepowanie bylo
nastgpnym krokiem po uzywaniu reklamowych
shupoéw, zwlaszcza w wielkich miastach Polski,
«pojawialy si¢ tez murale reklamowe malowane na
duzych $cianach najwyzszych, najczesciej
odwiedzanych budynkow» [5, s. 249].

Opierajac si¢ na opinii historyka sztuki Michata
Warda badaczka pisze, ze juz w 1939 r. reklama polska
osiagneta ,europejski” poziom. Anna Kondek-
Dyoniziak tez nazywata dwudziestolecie
miedzywojenne — czasem formatywnym dla polskiegj
reklamy [11]. Trzeba jednak zauwazy¢, ze taki poglad
jest mniej akceptowany, niz opinii tych badaczy, ktorzy
upatruja poczatki murali w czasach dojrzatego lub
p6znego PRL-u. Jednak ten poglad nie jest dominujacy,
poniewaz wigkszos¢ naukowcoéw jest sklonna
rozpoczyna¢ historie¢ polskich murali od wskazania
wielkoformatowych malowidet $ciennych z epoki
PRL-u.

Jednak, przekonanie o tym, ze reklama wizualna
w Polsce przedwojennej czegsto korzystata z
muraléwjako narzedzia skutecznej promocjijest
pozbawione powaznych argumentéow. Zapoznanie si¢
ze starymi zdjgciami oraz z kronika nie daje podstaw
do rozwazania o rozwoju i rozpowszechnianiu tej
formy sztuki. Jednym z popularnych przyktadow takich
malowidet (ze wzgledu na to, Zze inaczej przebiegaly
polskie granice przedwojenne) byt olbrzymi obraz
srodkow do prania «Alboril» na ulice Bytomskiej w
Chorzowie, zdj¢cie w Internecie ktérego ma zamiar
ilustrowaé¢ omawiany punkt widzenia [1]. Warto jednak
podkresli¢, ze do 1945 roku miasto znajdowato si¢ w
granicach Niemiec. Jezeli chodzi o miasta, ktore przed
Il wojng $wiatowa stanowity czgs¢ Polski, to niewiele
jest dowoddow na istnienie murali. Funkcje reklamowsa,
ktora czesto teraz prowadzg malowidla scienne, petity
duzo czgsciej plakaty lub afisze wielkoformatowe.

Anna Natalia Kmie¢ pisata o réznych funkcjach
malowidta $ciennego.Wpierw wskazuje murale, ktore
w swym pierwotnym zamysle petni¢ mialy funkcje
zdobnicza i reklamowa, byly to murale z poczatkow
XX wieku . W okresie PRL-u zaczely za$ pemié
funkcje informacyjne. Nie mozna bylo przypisa¢ im
wowczas tylko funkcji reklamowej — braki towarow na
rynku, a co za tym idzie — niska konkurencja, nie
wymuszaly koniecznosci promowania dobr, ktére i tak
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byly pozadane. Zwykle manifestowaty i potwierdzaty
obecnos¢ na rynku monopolisty (np. PZU), ktory i tak
reklamy nie potrzebowalt, by wiada¢ rynkiem [9, s. 135-
169].

Bardziej popularng jest wersja wskazywania
pochodzenia muralu na lata po II wojnie swiatowe;.

Szereg autoréw oddaje palme¢ pierwszenstwa
Lodzi. Przyczyny sukcesu murali w tym miescie
probowaly wyjasni¢ Anna Stasiak w publikacji «Mural
i jego rola w przestrzeni zurbanizowanej» [18, 5.86] i
Iwona Jazdzewska w artykule «Mural jako atrakcja
turystyczna w miescie poprzemystowym — przyktad
Lodzi» [8, s. 47]. £6dzZ nie ulegta takiemu zniszczeniu
podczas II wojny $wiatowej jak inne miasta (Gdansk
czy Warszawa), i nawet zachowata XIX-wieczny uktad
ulic. W wyniku zmiany potrzeb komunikacyjnych i z
powodu ciasnoty w centrum, postanowiono byto
wyburzy¢ niektdére z naroznych kamienic. Jak juz
wspomniano, po tych zabiegach pojawilo si¢ wiele
pustych $cian, na ktorych powstaly réznego rodzaju
murale reklamowe. Poczatkowo powstajace dzieta byty
indywidualnymi pracami, niekoniecznie
wspotgrajacymi ze soba [18, s. 85]. Jednak wazna
rzeczg bylo to, ze miejsca lokowania malowidet byty
jednymi z najbardziej eksponowanych fragmentow
budynkéow. W taki sposéb Anna Stasiak jasno
sprecyzowata podejscie, wedlug ktorego pierwsze
wielkoformatowe murale powstawaly w miesciena
koncu lat 50 XX wieku [18, s. 85]. Doktor sztuk
pigknych, zatozyciel Gdanskiej Szkoty Muralu
R. Roskowinski tez podkreslat, ze mural artystyczny w
Polscepojawit siew latach 50., kiedy to grupa artystow
zwigzana z gdanska ASP postanowila stworzy¢ na
nowodekoracje kamienic na  odbudowywanym
gdanskim Starym Miescie. Dziatalno$¢ tego zespotu w
latach 50. i 60. Wptyneta na sposdb ksztalcenia
studentow na tamtejszejuczelni. Roskowinski zwraca
tez uwagg na niemal zapomnianych tworcow
muraliartystycznych  z  lat  odbudowy  kraju,
wykonujagcych swe prace gtéwnie w obszarach
staromiejskich i w budynkach uzytecznosci publiczne
[14].

Iwona  Jazdzewska z  Wydzialu  Nauk
Geograficznych Uniwersytetu Lodzkiegotakze
wkazuje na £6dz jako os$rodek o najwickszej liczbie
murali, koncentruje si¢ na muralacj jako narzg¢dziach
reklamowych z lat 60. XX wieku). 1.6dZ byta wowczas
osrodkiem przemystu widkienniczego i odziezowego,
dlatego wiele sposrod 200 murali z tego okresu
prezentowalo wiasnie te zaktady przemystowe. Na

przyktad  Zaklady = Przemyshu  Jedwabniczego
,HPierwsza”, Zaklady Przemystu Dziewiarskiego
,Olimpia”  lub  ,Lido”, Zaklady Przemysh

Bawehianego im. Armii Ludowej ,,Alba”, Fabryka
Dywanow ,,Dywilan”. Autorami projektow byli
absolwenci wyzszych szkoét plastycznych, m.in.
Panstwowej Wyzszej Szkoty Sztuk Plastycznych w
Lodzi. Najbardziej znanymi artystami z tego okresu
byli: Andrzej Feliks Szumigaj, grupa Arabski—
Jaeschke-Tranda, Zdzistaw Fryczka, Zbigniew Lopata,
Bogumit Lukaszewski i Roman Szybilski [8, s. 45-57].

Bartosz Stgpien uwaza ze w historii murali czasow
PRL-u mozna wyrdzni¢ trzy generacje. Pierwsze
reklamy, malowane w latach 60 i na poczatku lat 70 XX
wieku, cechowaly si¢ pewnag infantylnoscia i
dostownoscia. Na przyklad, gdy reklamowano sklep
obuwniczy, to na Scianie pojawial si¢ but, a gdy sklep
AGD mural przedstawiat garnki, czajniki itp. Pojawiaty
si¢ wowczas problemy, gdyz figure oblg bardzo trudno
przedstawi¢ na muralu, glownie 2z powodu
ograniczonej liczby koloréw i odcieni. Rysunki zatem
upraszczano, figury splaszczno [19, s. 14-15]. Warto
zauwazy¢, ze wspolczesne murale,w przeciwienstwie
do swoich prekursorow, dusponujg znacznie szersza
roznorodno$ciu koloréw i odcieni. Jeszcze jednym
problemem byto to, iz na jednej reklamie usitowano
przedstawi¢ cala ofert¢ sklepu, co powodowato
wizualne przetadowanie projektu [19, s. 14].

Nastepna generacja murali zagoscita na todzkich
$cianach w latach 70. Owczesne projekty pozbawione
byly dostownosci, ale ich forma nadal pozostawata w
pewnych ryzach. Najczesciej odwolywaly sie do
produktu, ktory reklamowaly, ale czynily to w sposob
wyrafinowany, subtelny. Kierowano si¢ zatozeniem, by
reklama miata cechy wspdlne 2z produktem
oferowanym przez dane przedsigbiorstwo, nawet w
sferze symbolicznej. Zgodnie z Stgpniem, taka
koncepcja reklamowania danego produktu czy ustugi
stwarzala nowe mozliwosci dla autoréw murali, ktorzy
zyskiwali wicksza swobode twoércza. Jednoczesnie
narzucata pewne ograniczenia, gdyz liczba motywow,
zwigzanych z danym produktem byta niewielka [19, s.
14].

Ostatnia generacja murali z czasow Polski
Ludowej cechowala si¢ rozmachem i syntetyczno$cia.
W tym okresie stawiano na rozwigzania formalne,
geometryczne 1 pozbawione  nawigzan  do
reklamowanego produktu. Bartosz Stgpien pisal o
fakcie, «ze projekty tworzone od potowy lat 70. miaty
charakter na tyle uniwersalny, ze te same grafiki mozna
byto zastosowaé zardwno do reklamowania zaktadow
wiokienniczych, jak i sklepéw =z artykutami
gospodarstwa domowego» [19, s. 14]. Mozna méwic o
tym, ze z punktu widzenia promoc;ji taka taktyka mogla
by¢ btedna, jednak bioragc pod uwage prostszy sposob
wykonania, moglo to utatwi¢ prace artystom i wladzom

miejskim, ktoére byly zainteresowane
zagospodarowaniem przestrzeni miejskiej.
Wartym  odnotowania, cho¢ pozbawionym

kontynuacji wydarzeniem w historii muralizmu w
Polsce byty Lubelskie Spotkania Plastyczne. Odbywaty
si¢ 1976-1978 z inicjatywy Wydziatu Kultury i Sztuki
Urzedu Wojewodzkiego w Lublinie. W ramach tego
projektu, ktorego zdaniem byla ,jintegracja Sztuk
plastycznych w $rodowisku urbanistycznym”, na
osiedle tego miasta arty$ci stworzyli rzezby i murale,
ktore nawet dzi$ uznalibysSmy za bardzo nowoczesne
[15, s. 13].

Po stanie wojennym nastaly czasy kryzysu i
stagnacji, zmniejszyla si¢ takze liczba zamdwien na
wielkoformatowe reklamy. Jak
przypuszczaStepien,ludzi draznil fakt, izpromowano
produkty, ktorych prawie nie mozna bylo dostac.
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Koniec ery komercyjnych murali z czasow PRL-u
przypada na przetom lat 80. 1 90. [19, s. 16]

Wedtug Stepnia, wkrotce projekty o przewaznie
artystycznej  treSci  ustgpily miejsca  bardziej
komercyjnym malowidlom. Bylo to spowodowane
wprowadzeniem wysokich optat za dzierzawe¢ metra
kwadratowego $ciany. W centrum miasta, na starych
reklamach malowano nowe, ale w innych miejscach
murale z poprzedniej epoki pozostaly. Wedtug opinii
Stepnia, znaczna ich czg$¢, zostala zlikwidowana
poprzez zamalowanie [19, s. 16]. Jednak takie
podejscie badacza 1odskich murali nie w najlepszy
sposob taczy si¢ z faktem, ze w PRL-udominujgcymi
muralami byty komercyjne murali firm panstwowych.

Wymienione opinii nie wyklucza innych
koncepcii, formutowanych na przyktadach innych
miast. Sg autorzy dla ktorych, to wlasnie
niekomercyjny zaangazowany spolecznie i nielegalny
charakter malowidet jest tym co wyrdznia murale.
Zgodnie z twierdzeniem Marcina Rutkiewicza,
prawdopodobnie pierwszym nielegalnym muralem w
Polsce bylo malowidlo warszawskiego licealisty
Wilodka Fruczka, wykonane w 1970 r. na ulice
Grzybowskiej  przedstawiajagce  niejednoznaczne
postaci upadajacych ludzi, ktore wyciagaja dtonie ku
stoncu. Jednak pomimo rozpowszechnionej opinii na
temat tego dzieta, jako jednego z pierwszych
przyktadow spotecznego muralizmu na terenie Polski,
otwarte pozostaje pytanie, o ile warto jest zalicza¢ go
do tego rodzaju sztuki.Roznica polegata przede
wszystkim na komponencie technicznym i dlatego, ze
ono zostalo wykonane w celu krytyki panujacego
rezimu komunistycznego. W 1987 r., student Akademii
Sztuk Piecknych w Warszawie, Szymon Urbanski
nielegalne namalowat kilka obrazéw na filarach mostu
Grota-Roweckiego, za co przyplacit dwudniowym
aresztem. Urbanski twierdzil takze, ze jego koledzy ze
studiéw jeszcze wezesniej malowali murale na Murze
Berlinskim [14].

Natomiast jesli chodzi o polski mural artystyczny,
ktory powstat w czasach 1ll Rzeczpospolitej
(wspotczesne panstwo polskie jest oficjalne okreslane
takim mianem dopiero po uzyciu nazwy w Konstytucji
Rzeczypospolitej Polskiej od 1997 roku), to tutaj trzeba
zacza¢ od juz wspomnianego powyzej Marcina
Rutkiewicza — entuzjasty polskiego street artu, kuratora
galerii Projekt 40/40 [17], autora czterch ksigzek
zwigzanych ze street art i sztukg uliczng [3, 4, 13, 16].
Ten malarz wywodzi swoj rodowod od Rafata
Roskowinskiego, ktory juz w 1991 roku tworzyt w
Trojmiescie pierwsze legalne, wielkopowierzchniowe
produkcje tego typu. R.Roskowinski, absolwent
gdanskiej Akademii Sztuk Pigknych, byt takze
pomystodawca dwoch inicjatyw fundamentalnych dla
dzisiejszej kondycji muralu w Polsce: projektu Wezet
Kliniczna  (1996) i Festiwalu Malarstwa
Monumentalnego na gdanskiej Zaspie (1997). Oba te
projekty tworczo rozwingt w pdzniejszych latach Piotr
Szwabe, a na Zaspie i Wezle Kliniczna swoje pierwsze
szlify zdobywalta duza cze$¢ dzisiejszych polskich
tworcow murali, wywodzacych sie ze $wiata writingu i
street artu [17]. Obrazy na $cianach szczytowych

blokow powstaty w Gdansku na Zaspie w celu
upamigtnienia tysigélecia miasta [2, s. 158].

Zwolennikem nieco bardziej wspotczesnej teorii
powstania muralu w Polsce jest tez Lukasz Biskupski,
ktory uwazat ze chociaz malarstwo wielkoformatowe w
polskich miastach istnialo juz wczeséniej, ale dekady
temu wystgpowalo w innym kontek$cie. Innymi stowy,
uczony, nie wyrazajac explicite innej definicji muralu,
mial na mysli nieco inny, wezszy, sposob rozumienia
tego zjawiska. Badacz kultury audiowizualnej z
Gdanska przytacza Rafala Roskowinskiego, ktory
wyznacza role pozostatych $ciennych reklam z okresu
PRL, jako przyktadow dziedzictwa kulturowego.
Takze R. Roskowinski wspominat: ,Inspiracja byly
widoki, ktore zapamigtatem z czaséw slynnej mszy
papieskiej w 1987 roku, gdy na tamtejszych blockach
wisialy olbrzymie, robione przez meszkancow
transparenty i aplikacje z hastami religijnymi i
antykomunistycznymi albo z naiwnymi postaciami
swigtych. Ogladajac te widoki jako student, po raz
pierwszy zrozumiatem, jak ten wielky format,
wszystko jedno, dobry czy zty, niezwykle mocno
dziata” [13, s. 38]. Jednak tutaj warto zauwazy¢, ze
wedlug oceny Biskupskiego, tych dziatan nie mozna
sytuowa¢ w tej samej co street art (w jego
terazniejszym sensie) konfiguracji dyskursywno-
spotecznej. Natomiast naukowiec uwaza, ze murale
jako zjawisko streetartowe dotarty do Polski z
zagranicy nawet nie pod koniec lat 90., a dopiero w
pierwszej dekadzie 2000 w ramach sieci spolecznej
skupionej wokot fotologow [2, s. 159].

Waznym impulsem dla rozwoju polskiego muralu
i jego upowszechnienia byta i jest organizacja festiwali.
To tworza wokdt siebie wyjgkowe $rodowisko
artystow.

Jednymi z pierwszych wydarzen, w ramach
ktorego swoj warsztat szkolili obecni tworcy murali w
Polsce byly Projekt Wezet Kliniczna 1996 roku oraz
Festiwal Malarstwa Monumentalnego na gdanskiej
Zaspie w 1997 [18, s. 86]. Migdzynarodowy festiwal
1997 roku byt zorganizowany w ramach obchodow
tysigclecia Gdanska.

Jak jest opisane na stronie Instytutu Kultury
Miejskiej (Instytucja Kultury miasta Gdanska) Festiwal
Monumental Art na gdanskim osiedlu Zaspa byt
impreza cykliczng organizowang do roku 2016, ktéra
do czerwca 2011 towarzyszyta kandydaturze Gdanska
i Metropolii do tytutu Europejskiej Stolicy Kultury
[10]. Byla to inicjatywa lokalna majaca na celu
ozywienie przestrzeni blokowiska oraz umozliwienie
mieszkancom codziennego obcowania ze sztuka. Co
roku powstawaly przynajmniej cztery obrazy Scienne w
wybranej tematyce, ktore stworzyly unikatowa
kolekcje taczaca murales z graffiti. Celem Festiwalu
bylo stworzenie zintegrowanej galerii malarstwa
monumentalnego oraz budowanie najwigkszej w
Europie kolekcji prac malarstwa wielkoformatowego
uznanych artystow ze $wiata [10]. Warto wskaza¢ ze w
ujeciu historycznym te festiwale skutecznie wpisuja si¢
w poczatek epoki public artu i wykorzystywanie murali
w celu symbolicznej gentryfikacji przestrzeni
miejskiej.
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2002 roku, odbyl si¢ w Lodzi pierwszy
Miedzynarodowy Festiwal Graffiti — Meeting of Styles
[12]. Byla to impreza organizowana od pigciu lat w
réznych europejskich miastach, m.in. w Paryzu,
Berlinie, Kopenhadze, Zagrzebiu, goszczaca rowniez w
wielu miastach §wiata. W jej trakcie zamalowano
ponad 2,5 tys. m? $cian dawnej hali fabrycznej. Rok
pozniej prezydent miasta nie wydal zgody na
przeprowadzenie w Lodzi II edycji festiwalu [12].

W latach 2004-2006 wznowiono festiwal, a
uczestnikom oddano do dyspozycji m.in. 200-metrowy
mur przy dworcu bLo6dz Kaliska oraz w innych
czeSciach miasta. Mury zamalowaly osoby z réznych
krajow, m.in. z Niemiec (Stohead, DaddyCool, Cazo,
Dome), Hiszpanii (Okuda), Wegier (Breakone, Heat),
Biatorusi (Pour), Anglii (Connor, Xenz), Portugalii
(Kayo Kilit, Kraft, Bugster), Szwajcarii (Nada One),
Francji (Marco) [12].

Po rocznej przerwie w latach 2008-2010
zorganizowany zostat w L.odzi Outline Colour Festival,
w ramach ktérego amerykanscy malarze z Nowego
Jorku z grupy TatsCru namalowali kolejny mural
wielkoformatowy. Mito$nicy streetartu z Polski i
zagranicy (Maclaim z Niemic, NDEC 2z Japonii,
Cactus& Maria i Macsz z Wioch, Hemper z USA, Stan
z Rosji, Pornostars z Hiszpanii) realizowali swoje
pomysty na murach m.in. na terenach stuletniej dawnej
fabryki Juliusza Kindermanna przy ulicy fLakowe;,
ktora w okresie 1l wojny $wiatowej byla filia Fabryki
Telefunken, na garazach, a takze betonowych ptytach
w parku Baden-Powella. Dodatkowa atrakcja bylo
malowanie tramwaju, autobusow todzkiego MPK oraz
wagonow kolejowych. Jego organizatorzy zadbali
rowniez o atrakcje zwigzane z muzyka hip-hop, a takze
breakdance, beatboxing i rap) [12].

W tym samym czasie w 2009 r. powstata w Lodzi
Fundacja Urban Forms, ktorej dziatalno$¢ ogniskuje si¢
wokot szeroko pojetej kultury miejskiej, zajmuje si¢
organizacjig, promocja oraz wspieraniem inicjatyw
artystycznych, edukacyjnych i spotecznych [2, s. 158].
Celem, jaki postawita sobie fundacja, jest nasycenie
tkanki miejskiej sztuka uliczng. Galeria, ktora powstaje
pod jej auspicjami staje si¢ wizytowka i unikatowa
atrakcja turystyczng todzi. Co roku jesieniag
organizowane s3 festiwale, podczas ktorych w krotkim
czasie powstaja nowe murale [20].

Od 2010 roku trwalo ty okres muralu
artystycznego w Polsce, panuje swoista moda na tego
typu prace. Praktycznie w kazdym wigkszym mieScie
odbywa si¢ jakis$ festiwal street artu, w ramach ktorego
wykonywanych bywa kazdorazowo nawet kilkanascie
wielkopowierzchniowych malowidet.

Wraz z ekspansja muralizmu w Polsce, rozszerza
si¢ krag tematow, ktore ten rodzaj sztuki podnosi,
ro$nie  asortyment  zasobow  artystycznych i
umiejetnos¢  artystow. Trudno nie zgodzi¢ si¢ z
Marcinem Rutkiewiczem, ktory pisal o tym, ze
pomijajac wszelkie kontrowersje i zadraznienia, ktére
pojawiaja si¢ w naturalny sposob w trakcie realizacji
projektow tak bardzo widocznych w przestrzeni
publicznej i pochtaniajacych tak wiele publicznych
pieniedzy ,,wspotczesny polski mural artystyczny ma

si¢ coraz lepiej, a jego tworcy stali si¢ artystami
cenionymi na §wiecie” [15, s.15]. I dalej: ,,Z pewnoscia
bedzie on znakiem rozpoznawczym przetomu
pierwszej i drugiej dekady XXI wieku, tak jak stare
murale reklamowe sa znakiem rozpoznawczym ztotych
lat PRL-u. Moda na ten rodzaj prac za jaki$ czas
przeminie, prawdopodobnie tez znacznie trudniej
bedzie pozyskac budzet konieczny do realizacji takiego
przedsigwzigcia, jednak z pewnoscia za kilkanascie czy
kilkadziesiat lat wspotczesne polski malarstwo
monumentalne znajdzie zasluzone miejsce w
podrecznikach historii sztuki” [15, s. 15]. Jak wynika z
poprzedniego podrozdziatu uczestnicy dyskursu
muralu robig nacisk na rézne atrybuty tego rodzaju
sztuki, co powoduje z kolei trudno$ci przy probach
teoretycznego uogolnienia.

Whnioski. Malarstwo $cienne mozna uwazaé za
rodzaj sztuki oraz narzedzie komunikacji migdzy
ludZzmi. Muralizm jako gatunek sztuki malarskiej
powstal w Polsce na przetomie XIX i XX wiekow,
chociaz i stat rozpowszechnionym zjawiskiem dopiero
w latach 60. XX wieku.

Po powstaniu ten fenomenu przeszedt przez kilka
fal rozwoju i transformacji. Od poczatku lat
dwutysiecznych w wielu miastach kraju zaczely
pojawia¢ si¢ festiwale malarstwa $ciennego, ktore
zaswiadczyly, ze zjawisko muralu stalo si¢ dos¢
popularne w calej Polsce. Popularno$¢ murali
utrzymuje si¢ w Polsce do dzi§. Powodem tego jest
duza liczba zadan i funkcji, ktoére przypisane sa
muralom. Malowidta $cienne moga r6zni¢ si¢ miedzy
sobg za znaczeniem i zadaniem — zmienia¢ si¢ od
przejawow oddolnych inicjatyw artystycznych, przez
murale kommemoratywne, do murali reklamowych i
takich, ktore ma na celu po prostu podnies¢ estetyke
otoczenia.
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INITIATIVES FOR RENOVATION OF BELARUSIAN CORPORATE LAW

Abstract. The article analyzes the innovations and planned amendments to the legislation on legal entities in
Belarus, provides their critical assessment from the standpoint of doctrine and practice, demonstrates through a
comparative analysis the specificity of Belarusian approaches among others in relation to the Member States of
the Eurasian Economic Union. The authors positively evaluate the initiatives on renovation of the Belarussian
corporate law in terms of conflict of laws and filling the gaps in law on economic companies. However, the authors
criticize some proposals on systematics of legal entities and indecisiveness in terms of modernization of legal

regulation of joint stock companies.

Keywords: civil law of Belarus, corporate law, legal entity, economic companies, status of a legal entity, law
applicable to the contract for the exercise of rights of a company participant.

Introduction. The current processes of updating
of the basic legal regulations that define legal status of
legal entities objectively predetermine the question
about the state and prospects of corporate law in
Belarus® in the context of global trends.

The Law “On Amendments to Laws on Economic
Companies”?® (hereinafter, the Law of 5 January 2021)
was passed on 5 January 2021 and will apply as of
28.04.2021. It introduces amendments to three pieces
of legislation, namely: the Civil Code of the Republic
of Belarus (hereinafter, “Civil Code”), the Law “On
Economic Companies” (9 December 1992) and the
Law “On Securities Market” (5 January 2015).

The Civil Code, adopted in 1998 and enshrining
the basics of legal regulation of all types of legal
entities, is under a cross-cutting complex revision. The
practice of application, introduction of new civil law
institutions and unification of legislation in the
Eurasian Economic Union (hereafter - EAEU) Member
States are the normatively established tasks of the
revision and improvement of the Civil Code, including
regulations on legal entities. The expected results of the
renovation are presented in the Draft Law of the
Republic of Belarus “On Amending Certain Codes of
the Republic of Belarus?’.

Finally, at the end of 2019, a Draft Law on state
registration and liquidation (termination of activity) of
business Associations?® was presented for public
discussion. The draft law aims at comprehensive
improvement of legal regulation of state registration
and liquidation procedures for companies.

Based on general assessment of the current
national legislation on corporate legal entities, the
article analyzes the prospective directions of its
substantive and conflict of laws regulation changes in
the context of compliance with modern trends of
corporate law development.

Systematics of Legal Entities. Initially, attention
should be paid to the lack of literal categorical
terminology of corporate law in the current national
legislation. The Civil Code does not legalize such
concepts as ‘“‘corporation”, “corporate relation”,
“corporate law”, “corporate governance”.

Within the framework of the Civil Code
improvement, it is only proposed to expand the subject
of civil law regulation by supplementing it with
“relations connected with participation in legal entities
or with their management”, i.e., in essence, with
corporate relations. More significant changes in
legalization of corporate law categories have not been
planned.

As a consequence, typical for the Russian
Federation issue of legalization of types classification
of legal entities depending on the way of their
management into corporate (whose founders have the
right of participation (membership) in the entity and
form its supreme body) and unitary (whose founders do
not become participants and do not acquire
membership rights) is not raised at this stage either.
This is not only because of the debatable concepts in
the doctrine and very different approaches in the
Continental and Common law systems, but also due to

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the unpreparedness of the national legislator for a
comprehensive reform of the systematization of legal
entities associated with the introduction of
classification on this basis.

The classification of legal entities into commercial
and non-commercial proposed by the Model Civil Code
for the Member States of the Commonwealth of
Independent States?® and uncommon for non-CIS
countries remains system forming in Belarusian
legislation®®. The Civil Code retains the current
approach to the criteria of classification of legal entities
into commercial and non-commercial depending on the
purpose of the activity and the possibility of profit
distribution among participants (clause 1 of article 46
of the Civil Code).

In an attempt to implement at the Civil Code level
the numerus clausus principle not only in relation to
commercial but also for non-commercial legal entities,
the authors of the draft law on amendments to the Civil
Code proposed a reduced (compared to the current
version®?) list of five organizational and legal forms for
commercial organizations as well as formed a closed
list of 18 forms for non-commercial organizations.

The reduction of the number of forms of
commercial organizations in Belarus is proposed by
eliminating such a legal form as business partnerships.
Authors of the draft amendments to the Civil Code
excluded the possibility of creating a commercial
organization in the form of a business partnership
(general or limited) on formal grounds of irrelevance in
practice. Namely, they stressed out that since the Civil
Code came into force in Belarus only three business
partnerships have been created (one general partnership
and two limited partnerships)32.

Unfortunately, such consideration of practice
seems to be superficial. A number of both objective and
subjective circumstances predetermines the lack of
demand for business partnerships. In particular,
legislation  restricts  participation in  business
partnerships by allowing only individuals registered
individual entrepreneurs and (or) commercial
organizations to be participants in general partnerships
and general partners in limited partnerships. Together
with the joint and several nature of full subsidiary
liability of participants with their own property for
obligations of the partnership and absence of tax
advantages, this leads to the lack of use the
organizational and legal form of a business partnership
in Belarus in practice.

In addition, at this stage the argument about the
lack of demand for business partnerships in practice is
not convincing without assessment of the sphere of
application (mainly small business), key characteristics
of the organizational and legal form (simplicity of
creation and functioning, the trusting nature of relations
between participants) and the degree of recognition
(recognition in foreign countries).

The legislator’s initiative to establish a list of 18
forms of non-profit organizations also requires serious
consideration.

There is no doubt that the current legal situation
when the list of forms of non-commercial organizations
is not established by the Civil Code, but rather is
conditionally regulated by the framework of legislative
acts (laws, decrees and edicts of the President of the
Republic of Belarus) should be changed. The reason for
this is the lack of certainty about the possible forms of
functioning of non-commercial legal entities, and,
accordingly, the problems with determining their civil
law status and correlation with other forms of legal
entities.

At the same time, it is unlikely that fixing of all
types of non-commercial organizations provided by the
special legislative acts in the Civil Code can streamline
and systematize the list of possible forms of non-
commercial legal entities. We find it unreasonable to
single out such forms as gardening partnerships,
Belarusian Chamber of Commerce and Industry,
Belarusian Notarial Chamber and the National
Academy of Sciences of Belarus. In line with the
structure  of paragraph 5  (”Non-commercial
Organizations™) of chapter 4 (“Legal Entities”) of the
Civil Code, advocates’ bureaus and bar associations
function as a united form (article 116-3 of the Civil
Code) and public associations and religious
organizations are preserved as a united organizational
and legal form of non-commercial organizations
(article 117 of the Civil Code). This is not justified from
the viewpoint of essential evaluation and specificity of
such legal entities.

The doctrine has repeatedly pointed out the
inadequacy of artificial proliferation of organizational
and legal forms of legal entities when legalizing their
full list. Professor N. S. Kuznetsova, in particular, is of
an opinion that different types of private law legal
entities can exist within just two forms — companies and
institutions, and there should be no other forms in legal
reality®®. While working on the concept of the

“[Elach law in this area creates a new
organizational and legal form — a political party, trade
union, public organization, trade chamber, bar
association ... In fact, it is not about new organizational
and legal forms of legal entities, but about a type of a
corporate association”3,

The author also rightly emphasizes that “the
diversity of socially useful activities carried out by non-
commercial corporations does not affect their civil
legal status and therefore excludes the need to
distinguish them as special types of legal entities”®®.
Nevertheless, there is “a clearly excessive number of
organizational and legal forms of non-profit
organizations™® in the Russian legal system even after
the reform of the civil legislation of 2014. This is likely
to become characteristic also for Belarus.

Economic companies. Before characterizing
directly the initiatives on changing the law on economic
companies, it is necessary to pay attention to the fact
that from the standpoint of legal regulation Belarus
belongs to the states with a uniform legal regime for all
economic companies. From the standpoint of legal
technique, it means that all types of economic
companies are regulated by one normative legal act
rather than by separate pieces of law. Belarus
implemented such a model of regulation of companies
back when the Law “On Joint-Stock Companies,
Limited Liability Companies and Companies with
Additional Liability” was adopted on 9 December
1992. This model is preserved to this day in the law
with a more concise title “On Economic Companies” in
which seven chapters are taken out of brackets and form
a common part for all types of economic companies.

Belarus is the only country that has adopted the
“one-law model” in the EAEU. Among the EU
countries a similar approach takes place in the UK
(Companies Act 2006), Sweden (Swedish Companies
Act 2005), Denmark (Danish Companies Act 2010),
Spain (de la Ley de Sociedades de Capital 2010) and
some other countries. The draft European Model
Company Act (The European Model Company Act
2015 (EMCA)) was also developed by an expert group
on the basis of the “one-law model”®’ despite the fact
that many countries of the EU adhere to dualism in the

regulation of private and public companies, following
mainly the German model of complete separation of the
two legal regimes.

Without dwelling on the advantages and
disadvantages of any particular model, we agree with
corporate law experts that the “one-law model” is
typical for countries with relatively mild and liberal
shareholder laws®, while the distinction between
regulation of public joint stock companies and private
companies more often exists in those countries where
the issue of ensuring the necessary degree of autonomy
in the conditions of “regulated joint stock companies”*°
is more relevant.

The type classification of economic companies in
Belarus is well established and has not changed since
the initial “modern” legalization in the early 1990s. It
includes a joint stock company (akcionernoe
obshhestvo, hereinafter — AQ), a limited liability
company (obshhestvo S ogranichennoj
otvetstvennost'ju, hereinafter — OOQ) and an additional
liability company (obshhestvo s dopolnitel'noj
otvetstvennost'ju, hereinafter — ODO).

In practice, the most popular type of business
company is OO0O. According to the Ministry of Justice,
out of 8,725 economic companies created in 2018 in
Belarus, 8,675 (more than 99%) were OOOs, 41 were
AOs and only 9 were ODOs. Moreover, OOOs are the
only type of economic companies the number of which
has been growing rather than decreasing over the past
five years*. The factors that predetermine the demand
for OOOs are obvious: clear and understandable
organizational structure including for foreign investors,
mechanism for limiting the liability of participants by
their contributions to the authorized capital, possibility
of alienation of share and withdrawal from the
membership, low monetary and time costs at the
registration stage, including no legally established
minimal amount for authorized capital. OOOs strictly
belong to commercial organizations and must be aimed
at profit making, which is one of the differences from
the Western legal systems where LLCs can be
established for any purpose.

Not surprisingly, ODOs are more than 160 times
less demanded than OOOs. ODOs as a type of
economic companies began to lose popularity after the
entry into force on 1 February 2009 Presidential Decree
No. 1 of 16 January 2009 “On State Registration and

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Liquidation (Termination) of Business Associations,”
which repealed the regulatory minimal amount for
authorized capital for OOOs and ODOs. Before that,
when the difference between the minimal amounts for
authorized capitals of OO0 and ODO was significant
and amounted to approx. 1200 Euro, the choice in favor
of ODOs was a tangible advantage at the stage of
business registration. This was reflected in the number
ODOs. The disappearance of such a difference together
with the existing subsidiary liability of ODO
participants (although the legislatively established
minimal amount of such liability is very conditional
and formal; under the current legislation it amounts to
50 basic units, or approx. 450 Euro) explain the sharp
decline in interest in ODOs in practice. Nevertheless,
Belarusian legislator did not follow the example of the
Russian Federation where a similar type of business
entities was abolished as part of the 2014 reform.

The number of newly created AOs in Belarus is
relatively small, since the creation of AOs in Belarus (if
they are not banks and insurance organizations, where
the form is predetermined by law) is mainly connected
with reorganizations in the process of privatization of
state unitary enterprises. Statistics show that the total
number of AOs has decreased over the last five years
from 4,001 in 2016 to 3,528 in 2020*.. There is no
doubt that the most significant impulses for the
development of a big business, for which the
organizational form of AO is conceived, are the
economic and political situation. At the same time, the
legal design of the AO structure is also important.

The draft law on amendments to the Civil Code
retains the traditional distinction between open joint-
stock companies (otkrytoe akcionernoe obshhestvo,
hereinafter - OAO) and closed joint-stock companies
(zakrytoe akcionernoe obshhestvo, hereinafter - ZAQ)
depending on the procedure of placement and
circulation of shares. Besides that, the law preserves
some distinctive features of ZAO. First, the statute of
ZAO may set limits of the number of shareholders.
Secondly, the statutory minimal amount for authorized
capital for ZAO is 4 times less than for OAQO. At the
same time, the Law of 5 January 2021 removes one of
the main distinctions between closed and open joint
stock companies. It is to allow free allocation of ZAO
shares as a general rule. The preemptive right of
shareholders to buy out ZAQO’s shares may be provided
by the statute of the company (new wording of article
97 of the Civil Code and article 73 of the Law on
Economic Companies). We believe that these changes
should be regarded as the first step of the legislator to

abandon the division of joint stock companies into
closed and open in favor of the division into public and
non-public companies depending on the order of stock
allocation as a general trend in the development of
corporate law.

Corporate governance. In unison with global
trends where “we saw a powerful global tide towards
higher standards in corporate governance’*,
Belarusian legislator pays attention to corporate
governance issues. Unlike in many countries where
such regulations of soft law nature as the “Guide to
Corporate Governance Practices in the European
Union”*, German Corporate Governance Code*, Code
of Corporate Governance of the Russian Federation®
are widespread and recognized, the main source of legal
regulation of corporate governance issues in Belarus is
Chapter 4 of the Law on Economic Companies “Bodies
of Economic Companies. Management in an Economic
Company”. Significant changes and additions, which
are made to the regulations in terms of quantity and
content, basically aim at elimination of the gaps and
contradictions revealed by the practice.

In particular, the new provisions, amending the
articles on the legal status of the board of directors
(supervisory board) of the economic company establish
possibility for members of board of directors
(supervisory board) to be present at meetings remotely
by using distance service systems, to appeal decisions
of board of directors (supervisory board), to early
terminate powers of a sole executive body and a
member of the joint executive body of economic
company without decision of the general meeting of
participants or the board of directors. Such provisions
fill in the existing gaps in the regulations.

At the same time, the important practical issue
remains unsettled, of whether it is permissible to
challenge the decisions of the Board of Directors
(Supervisory Board) on the conclusion of a major
transaction (if it is within its competence) without
challenging the transaction itself. The legalized list of
cases for early termination of powers (death,
declaration of death, recognition as incapable or
missing) does not take into account the concept of a
limited legal capacity of an individual, known in
Belarusian law. The provided by law (Civil Code)
scope of legal capacity, including transactional
capacity, of a person recognized as a person with
limited legal capacity will not allow him (or her) to
perform functions of the executive body of economic
company.

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Shareholders’ agreements and agreements on the
exercise of rights of LLC participants (corporate
agreements), that are widely recognized by foreign
legislation and practice, were legalized as
supplementing mechanisms for regulating relations
between business partners, in Belarus in 2015.
However, so far they have not become widespread due
to potential problems with their enforceability against
the background of predominantly imperative
legislation on economic companies, including
imperative provisions on the pre-emptive purchase
right. Taking into account the established practice
(contrary to the generally accepted approach in the
doctrine) the pre-emptive purchase right in Belarus also
applies to the sale of shares (stakes in the authorized
capital) to one of the participants of the corporation.
Currently in force restrictions in relation to the parties
also play a certain role: all the participants
(shareholders) of the corporation, as well as the
company itself cannot be parties to corporate
agreement at the same time. Currently, only the
residents of the High Technology Park (HTP) are
excepted from this rule and have the right to enter into
corporate  agreements concluded between all
participants with the participation of the HTP resident-
company itself*®. The restrictions on the admissibility
of shareholder agreements by all members of the
company will be removed with the entry into force of
the law of January 5, 2021 (as of 28 April 2021). This
innovation in conjunction with the fixation of
dispositive preemptive right of purchase in the
alienation of shares to a company participant and
options should activate the use of shareholders'
agreements.

Conflict of laws. The archaic (in contrast to the
substantive law) issues of conflict of laws are currently
of a particular relevance in the context of the relations
under the study*’.

Conflict of laws initiatives in the area of legal
entities regulations have touched upon corporate
agreements and the scope of the law applicable to
companies (lex societatis).

The current conflict of laws legislation (the Civil
Code has a separate section “Private International Law”
which has not undergone any significant changes since
its adoption) does not contain special rules on
determining law applicable to contracts related to the
exercise of rights by participants of a corporate
organization. Taking into account the imperative
subordination of the law applicable to legal entity
(Article 1111 of the Civil Code) and to the agreement
on the forming of a legal entity (Article 1126 of the

Civil Code) to the law of the place of establishment, the
lack of special rules on determining law applicable to a
corporate agreement causes debates in doctrine. This
also complicates the practice of resolving issues related
to the possibility of party autonomy in corporate
agreements and distinguishing the scope of the
applicable law to legal entity and to the corporate
agreements.

When it comes to the possibility for corporate
agreements concluded by the participants of Belarusian
economic companies to be subject to foreign law,
according to the dominant position at the initial stage
of cross-border agreements regulation development, all
the relations of participants (shareholders) of an
economic company established in Belarus should be
governed by Belarusian law.

The opposite position is based on the fact, that a
contractual  nature of corporate  agreements
predetermines the right of the parties to choose the law
applicable to their relations. Supporters of this
approach do not dispute the connection of corporate
agreements with internal relations of a legal entity
regulated by the law of its state affiliation and give the
law of the legal entity the role of limiting the party
autonomy due to the need for shareholders
(participants) to comply with imperative norms relating
to the essential issues of creation, activity and legal
capacity of legal entity*.

The proposed innovations in article 1126 of the
Civil Code reflect the latter position and empower the
parties to subject the contract on exercising the rights
of the company’s participants to foreign law. At the
same time, the legislator limits the party autonomy. The
law applicable to the contract on the exercise of the
rights of a participant of a legal entity cannot affect the
imperative provisions of the law of the country of
registration of the legal entity in relation to the issues
regulated by the law of the legal entity.

The law of the country where a legal entity is
incorporated will serve as a special connecting factor
for determining the law applicable to a corporate
agreement where the parties have not agreed on
applicable law. This will ensure the uniform legal
regulation of relations between the parties to corporate
agreement and closely related internal relations of the
company imperatively governed by the law of the legal
entity.

In addition, the Draft Law on Amendments to the
Civil Code eliminates the gap of the regulation of the
scope of the law of a legal entity by providing an open
list of relations regulated by the relevant statute in art.
1112 of the Civil Code. According to the new wording,

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personal law of a legal entity determines, in particular,
its status as a legal entity; organizational and legal form
of a legal entity; requirements to the name of a legal
entity; nature and content of legal capacity of a legal
entity; powers of bodies of a legal entity; internal
relations, including relations of a legal entity with its
participants; establishment, liquidation and
reorganization of a legal entity, including issues of
succession; legal status of separate subdivisions of
legal entities (including, branches and representative
offices); ability of a legal entity to be responsible for its
obligations; issues of responsibility of founders
(participants, shareholders) of a legal entity for its
obligations.

The proposed list largely overlaps with the
provisions of the Draft Rules on the law applicable to
companies and other bodies submitted for discussion
by the European Group of Experts on Private
International Law (GEDIP) in September 2016 aiming
at adopting regulatory unification at the European
Union level®.

The influence of the Eurasian Economic Union.
Participation of Belarus in regional integration does not
have a significant impact on the development of
national corporate law. In contrast the EU where
implementation of freedom of establishment was
accompanied by significant impact on law of the
Member States on companies, freedom of
establishment within the EAEU is of the secondary
importance. Unlike freedoms of movement of goods,
services, capital and labor, freedom of establishment is
not mentioned in article 1 of the EAEU Treaty®. It is
neither mentioned in article 2 of the EAEU Treaty
which provides for freedoms that form common
(single) market. It is however regulated by section XV
of'the EAEU Treaty “Services, establishment, activities
and investments” and the Protocol of the same name
which is the Annex No. 16 to the EAEU Treaty. In
order to ensure freedom of establishment, the EAEU
Member States agreed to perform gradual liberalization
of establishment by harmonizing legislations of the
Member States and organizing mutual administrative
cooperation between the competent bodies of the
Member States®!. However, no active action has been
taken yet in this direction.

The usual for integration unions competition of
national legal orders, which encourages EU Member
States to respond to the concepts that are attractive to
business in certain countries®?, does not provide any
impetus for responding in the field of corporate law at
the current stage of integration in the EAEU.

The task to unify civil legislation within the EAEU
set for the Belarusian legislator is rather of a proactive
nature and is not based on any concept, strategy or
developed action plan to harmonize national corporate
laws for all the Member States.

The issue of creating supranational Eurasian
companies is currently not relevant for the Eurasian
integration too, because there are neither economic
prerequisites nor effective legal instruments for this.

Conclusion. The following conclusions can be
made after the review of the changes in the field of
substantive regulation of legal entities and the conflict
of laws rules.

Legislator’s initiatives in terms of systematics of
legal entities (exclusion of partnerships as an
organizational and legal form, establishing the entire
range of non-profit organizations at the level of a
codified act, preserving ALCs as a type of business
entities) are neither coherent nor well-reasoned as they
seem to be a result of extracting provisions from of the
current legislation and superficially considering the
practice rather than comprehending the essence of the
issue of correlation between organizational and legal
forms of legal entities.

Adjustment of the legal regulation of economic
companies is not of a conceptual nature because it does
not strengthen the regulation of an OAO as a public
company and retains at least three similar organization
options for small and medium-sized businesses (OOO,
ODO and ZAO). At the same time the renovation will
fill a number of existing regulatory gaps, in particular
on the issues of reorganization of companies, corporate
governance and implementation of participants’ rights
to receive information. In this regard it can be generally
evaluated as quite effective. Provided the evolution of
economic relations, shareholders legislation will
require priority attention in the course of further
modernization because it is focused on the regulation
of larger and, as a rule, cross-border business. This
requires more consideration and orientation to the
global achievements and experience.

Numerous differences between Belarusian law on
economic companies and the approaches of the other
EAEU Member States are not a cause for concern,
because it seems reasonable to aim at creation of
internally consistent, transparent and effective system
of legal entities which preserves national specifics
rather than at the absolute striving for unification within
integration unions when determining the directions of
development of corporate legislation at the national
level.

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Conceptually the new conflict of laws rules
regulating corporate agreements and their substantive
content together with the legalization of the scope of

entities as essential. It is aimed at supporting
substantive regulation and corresponds to the modern
global trends.
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
