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EUROPEAN EXPERIENCE OF YOUTH WORK

Summary. The article analyzes the European approaches to the organization of youth work, based on the
principles of openness, responsibility and effectiveness. Systematization of literary sources and approaches to
solving the problem of underdeveloped innovative approaches in working with young people based on the
European youth policy experience has shown that the priority areas that are relevant to youth and are covered
within the framework of European youth policy are: education, employment, health, housing, welfare, criminal
justice, etc. The urgency of solving this scientific problem lies in the fact that at the level of certain countries, by
determining the value orientations of the directions of youth activity, certain directions are identified: opportunities
for participation in decision-making at the local and state levels; security and protection; combating social
exclusion and promoting inclusion; provision and use of information (including new information technologies);
mobility and internationalism; multiculturalism; equality of rights and opportunities; environmental problems and
others. The study of the European youth policy experience in the article is carried out in the following logical
sequence: European youth policy models (universalist model of Scandinavia countries, community model of Great
Britain, protection model of Central European countries, centralized model of the Mediterranean countries) are
outlined and characterized; analyzed the EU Youth Strategy approved by the Council of Europe and identified the
priorities of youth policy development and conducted a comparative analysis of the strategic documents of
different European countries regarding youth, characterized by centralized or decentralized management verticals
from the position of the state, the level of involvement of the public in the development of youth work, the degree

of influence of youth organizations for youth decision-making.
Keywords: European experience, youth, youth work, youth policy.

Introduction.  Driving changes in the
development of Ukraine’s youth policy are focused on
the principled approaches to the work of youth
organizations, the expansion of the network of youth
centers, international mobility, which necessitates
legislative regulation and the introduction of European
experience in youth work. The bottom-up change
vector in the youth environment shows the active
involvement of young people in decision-making
processes at the local level and the prospects for state-
building change. Modern tendencies towards the
formation of institutional capacity of youth public
associations as active centers of youth policy
development require an analysis of innovative
approaches and international experience of the youth
work system, in particular, the European heritage of
youth policy, priorities and development strategies.

Literature Review. The research of the scientific
research of the problem shows that the issue of
European experience regarding the participation of
young people in the processes of development of social,

socio-political life remains relevant, attracting the
attention of many foreign and domestic statesmen,
scholars such as J. Bamber [2], E. Borodin [3], Yu.
Borysova [3], F. Chisholm [4], F. Denstad [5],
A. Karlinska [7], G. Koval [8], I. Khokhriakova [3], L.
Kovacheva [4], Z. Lavchyan [9], N. Litvinova [3],
A. Matviichuk [10], L. Mikko [14], S. Retore [9],
L. Romanovskaya [12], R. Storozhuk [16], L. Siurala
[15], S. Salasuo [14], G. Williamson [9] and others.
However, the question of the generalization of
priorities and approaches of European youth work,
comparative analysis of the strategies of youth policy
development in Europe remains relevant.

Purpose of the article — the study of the European
experience of youth work.

Theoretical starting points. Youth work in
Europe is carried out by numerous institutions and
organizations, as well as by many different people,
individually and in teams, and its forms are diverse. A
number of European countries support traditions of
professional youth work, which include skilled staff
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working with young people based on local and national
programs funded by the state. At the same time, some
countries support the creation of a volunteer youth
work structure, encouraging the organization of civic
organizations. Certain countries define youth work as
part of their activities to ensure social protection of the
population on the basis of practical activity, which is
part of the services of employment services, social
integration and social assistance. However, in some
countries, youth work takes place without existence of
the recognized profession of a youth worker, and the
people involved in it are leaders on a voluntary basis
(Portfolio of the youth work of the Council of Europe,
2017).

“Innovation” is classified in an EU-wide project
such as DETERMINE:

1. Innovation in a EU perspective can be seen as
identifying a project that brings a new approach that has
not been seen across the EU. In this way, something is
only innovative if it is innovative in relation to the
highest common denominator in the EU;

2. Innovations are seen relative to the country. For
example, a standard «traditional» project in Finland
might be seen as “innovative” in the UK.

This implies an idea in itself is not enough, for
something to be innovative; the idea must develop into
action (A Rapid Review of Innovation in the Context
of Social Determinants).

In the Report to the Youth Working Party from the
Expert Group on Peer-Learning proposes innovative
approaches to empowering young people [2]:

1. Explaining non-formal learning to employers
and educators Recognition of non-formal learning
should be a key policy objective and a priority area for
attention under Erasmus +.

2. Translating non-formal learning outcomes to
the world of work. It is essential to further develop and
promote effective ways of validating non-formal and
informal learning outcomes gained in non-formal
education and youth work.

3. Enhance the capacity of those working directly
with young people. There is a need to enhance the
ability of those working directly with young people,
especially youth workers, to promote innovation and
creativity in young people.

4. Develop a focus on entrepreneurship. Youth
work connects young people with the local community,
including social enterprise and business, thus
enhancing their opportunities to find a job, or to start
their own project.

5. Improve partnership working and cross-sector
innovation. To achieve cooperation and joint action
between stakeholders and the social partners, (for
example between private sector employers, unions, and
formal educators and youth workers) there is a need to
galvanize all stakeholders. Particular attention should
be given to how to reach disadvantaged and unskilled
young adults with a specific focus on local and regional
levels.

6. Further extend the evidence base through
focused research and impact analysis.

7. Include non-formal education and learning in
Youth Guarantee plans. Member States should keep in
mind while developing Youth Guarantee schemes that
the knowledge, skills, and attitudes acquired through
engagement in youth work correspond to those
frequently said to be needed in the labour market. These
include teamwork, communication, leadership,
flexibility and responsiveness, building self-confidence
and trust to authority especially among most vulnerable
young people.

The young generation as the future of the
European continent draws the attention of the Council
of Europe, as evidenced by a series of documents
adopted by this organization aimed at optimizing child
and youth policy. The implementation of the policy on
children and young people in Europe deserves the
attention of the Recommendation “On the European
Strategy for Children” (1996) and the “European
Charter on the Participation of Youth in Municipal and
Regional Life” (1992). The Directorate for Youth and
Sport operates within the framework of the Secretariat
of the Council of Europe. Major decisions regarding the
content of youth policy in Europe are made at regular
European conferences of ministers for youth [12].

It is important to note that on July 14, 2004, the
European Parliament and the Council of Europe
approved the “Youth in Action for 2007-2013”
program (“Youthinaction 2007-2013”). The action of
the new program is extended to the countries of the
European Union, the countries of the European
Economic Area, Turkey, the candidate countries, the
states of the Western Balkans. It extends to young
people aged 13-30 years. The document referred to the
extension of the scope of youth work, outlining the
main objectives [3]:

- promotion of “active citizenship” of youth;

- development of youth solidarity;

- education of mutual understanding among
peoples through the youth environment;

- support of youth activities and opportunities of
civil society organizations in the youth field;

- promoting European co-operation in youth
policy.

The named program provides for the
implementation of activities in five areas:

1) Youth for Europe (Youth for Europe) - support
for youth mobility and projects for participation in
democratic life;

2) “European Volunteering Service” (European
Volunteer Service) - Participate in volunteering in the
European Union and beyond,;

3) Youth of the World (Youth of the World) -
development of mutual understanding, exchanges of
youth and youth workers between partner countries;

4) “Youth workers and Support Systems” -
support for the activities of youth organizations in
Europe, in particular the Youth Forum (The Youth
Forum);

5) Support for Policy Cooperation ("Support for
policy cooperation") is the organization of dialogue
between different actors in the youth field (youth, youth
workers, youth policy makers).
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In a CoE study on young people in Europe the
researchers F. Chisholm titled their report “Exploring
the European Youth Mosaic” [4]. Indeed, European
youth constitute a mosaic —like picture, where all
colours appear and where differences between the
various shades are difficult to set. A recent study on
young people and youth -cultures in Helsinki
metropolitan area describes them as an “atomised
generation” [14]. The author says that the atomized
generation “forms a particle-like mosaic, constantly
moving in the shivering field of cultural phenomena. It
is characterized by the freedom and the demand of
choice. It does not have a linear direction, in a way it
has stopped in constant change.”

The political, socio-economic differences of
European countries increase to different priorities in
youth policy at the national level: from employment
and education to spiritual and sports development,
organization of quality leisure. At the same time, the
implementation of the youth policy of the countries is
ensured by a competent body or department responsible
for youth work and can be combined with sectors such
as culture, education, sport, family, children, social
protection, media, public health, etc. At the same time,
local and regional authorities may include youth
councils, committees, and representatives in the
process of discussing community development
prospects. The rights and responsibilities of youth
departments depend on the country, but unite around
the protection of the rights of young people, promoting
self-realization, the development of social and civic
activity.

Among the priority areas and spheres of life
related to youth and covered within the framework of
European youth policy, the following are singled out:
education, employment, health, housing, welfare,
criminal justice, etc. At the level of certain countries,
certain guidelines are defined by the value guidelines
of determining the directions of youth activity:
opportunities for participation in decision-making at
the local and state levels; security and protection;
combating social exclusion and promoting inclusion;
provision and use of information (including new
information technologies); mobility and
internationalism; multiculturalism; equality of rights
and opportunities; environmental problems and others
[9].

The priority of the youth policy of different
countries is determined by the moral and spiritual
values of the population, strategic objectives, as well as
the model of youth policy of a European country, which
in turn is reflected in the methods and forms of youth
work.

From the standpoint of researcher Storozhuk,
based on an analysis of youth work in Europe, the social
security system in Europe is classified as follows:

- Social-Democratic Model of Social Security
(Scandinavian Countries);

- liberal model (the minimum social welfare
regime, for example, the UK);

- conservative model (focused on employment;
Central European countries);

- a sub-institutional model (the Mediterranean
countries) [16].

According to the classification, the authors
determine the following models of youth policy:

- a universal model of countries of Scandinavia;

- a community model of the UK;

- a protective model of Central European
countries;

- a centralized model of the Mediterranean
countries.

The universal model of youth policy has emerged
as a result of the reorientation of youth policy. The
youth policy in Scandinavia has developed as distinct
from different sectors, being coordinated by the
relevant ministry responsible for state youth policy. It
should be noted that the youth sector is not included in
the given model, but civil society plays a major role in
the formation and implementation of youth policy, and
the state and institutions of government together with
civil society institutes are developing and
implementing youth policies. The essence of the
Scandinavian model is that its target group is all the
youth, which includes boys and girls under the age of
25 [8].

The central role of the Mediterranean countries is
to draw some attention from the third sector and local
governments to the state youth policy, which
determines its centrality and concentration at the state
level. The level of youth participation in civic
organizations is also low, although in recent years there
has been an increase in the level of participation of
young people in public life. However, unlike the
Scandinavian model, which has similar goals in youth
policy, the Mediterranean model in this dimension is
not universal: the basic goals of politics are special
youth groups [7].

Since youth policies are mostly implemented
through activities involving youth through public
organizations, associations, unions and associations A.
Matviichuk distinguishes three models of functioning
of public organizations. The first model is the Anglo-
Saxon or liberal type of public organizations (England,
Switzerland), which  perform  production and
communicative functions independent of state and
commercial structures for the implementation of a large
share of social work. The second model is a
continental-European model (Austria, Belgium, Italy,
Germany, France). In these countries, the role of the
state involved in stimulating economic growth, the
provision of social protection programs and social
investment projects is significantly expanding. The
third is the Scandinavian type (Denmark, Finland, the
Netherlands, Norway, Sweden), where organizations
mainly specialize in expressing and lobbying for the
interests of social groups, while providing social
services and social protection of the population enters
into the responsibilities of the state welfare system [10].

Consequently, the innovative approach to the
implementation of various models of youth policy of
European countries is marked by centralized or
decentralized management verticals from the position
of the state, the level of involvement of the public in the
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development of youth work, the degree of influence of
youth organizations on the decision-making process on
youth. At the same time, finding effective mechanisms
for interaction between youth communities and state
structures on the way of solving youth problems and
their involvement in social activity is expedient to carry
out an analysis of strategic guidelines and tasks of
general European youth policy and their comparison in
certain European countries.

L. Siurala pointed out that on European level the
youth sector of the CoE links 46 countries, youth NGOs
and researchers and has profiled itself as an expert on
youth affairs, as an educational actor in human rights
and youth participation and as a focal point for research
co-operation. EU youth structures have linked 27
member countries through the method of open co-
ordination and the youth programmers. Youth
organizations are important vectors in European youth
policy-making. On a national level they act through
national organizations and national youth councils and
on an international level through European Youth
Forum, the Brussels based umbrella organization
advocating the interests of international youth
organizations and national youth councils. Specific to
Europe is that national ministries often have a special
department and legislative basis for youth work and
youth policy. On the regional and municipal level youth
policies are implemented and carried out through a
variety of actors; youth organizations, municipal youth
work, the churches or voluntary workers — and often
through various combinations between them [15].

It is important that the modern strategic system of
youth work in Ukraine resonates with a European one,
based on the principles of openness, responsibility,
efficiency, where the level of involvement of young
people in the process of development and adoption of
managerial decisions and participation in the activities
of civil society institutions are important criteria for the
effectiveness of youth work.

In the context of the study of innovative
approaches, priorities and strategies for the
development of European youth work, we note that the
development of youth policy in Europe has become the
concept of the development of Western European
countries at the end of the twentieth century in order to
respond to the needs of young people. The development
of a special long-term strategy was intended to address
the problems of youth as a social group and to consider
them as an important resource for the development of
civil society.

At the European level, the national youth policy is
defined as a commitment by the government to ensure
proper living conditions and opportunities for the
development of the young population. Youth policy
allows young people to actively participate in solving
issues related to youth, to defend active positions
regarding the development of civil society, while
maintaining their own autonomy, finding their place in
society as individuals and professionals. The reflection
of youth activity in the overwhelming majority takes
place through youth public organizations, associations,
advisory bodies.

Youth policy in Europe was recognized not only
as an important aspect of government policy by
national governments, but also by international
organizations such as the Council of Europe, the
European Union. The Lisbon Treaty provided for the
consolidation of the legal framework for youth policy
in article 165, which stated that the EU's actions should
be aimed at “encouraging the development of youth,
youth exchanges, and their involvement in the
establishment of a democratic life in Europe” [7].
Following the Treaty, the main institutions of the EU,
in particular the European Commission, stated that
“Europe's future depends on its youth”. This means that
young people should be one of the priorities of the EU
vision, which has a stronger significance during the
economic crisis: the EU seeks to create favorable
conditions for the development of youth, the realization
of their potential and the achievement of autonomy.

The rapid development of European youth policy
required a strategic vision of promising value-based
landmarks, far-reaching goals on the way to solving
urgent youth problems, taking into account changing
tendencies in the youth environment. To this end, a
general Youth Policy Development Strategy was
drafted and recommended to be brought to the attention
of European countries, which in turn did not impose
strict adherence to them, but promoted effective
cooperation and additional benefits for young people in
the EU, the establishment of solidarity between society
and young people.

For a clear understanding of the trends and
perspectives of youth European work, it is expedient to
study in more detail the content of the EU Youth
Strategy and to conduct a comparative analysis of the
strategic documents of different European countries in
relation to young people.

It is important to note that the EU Youth Strategy
approved by the Council of Europe on November 27,
2009 as a strategic document is acceptable to nearly 50
European countries with general orientations for youth
policy development till 2020, in particular: ensuring
equal opportunities for young people in education and
labor market, encouraging them to active participation
in community life, social integration and equality. At
the same time, the Council of Europe is directly
involved in encouraging its member states to develop a
youth policy based on internationally recognized
principles and standards through support for seminars
and informal learning events, international youth
exchanges, independent expertise or assessments, study
visits and advisory missions, etc.

The nine-year strategy is divided into three cycles.
After the end of each cycle, a report on the evaluation
of the results and proposals for new priorities for the
next three years will be presented and discussed. The
strategy offers initiatives in 8 areas of activity:
education and  training;  employment  and
entrepreneurship; health and well-being; participation
in public life; volunteer activity; social inclusion; youth
and the world; creativity and culture. This work is
carried out through the implementation of youth
programs, the development of political cooperation,
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support for youth and youth organizations. The main
tools for implementing the strategy are: EU
cooperation; structured dialogue; reports on the status
of youth in the EU; youth work; grounded youth policy;
mutual learning of young people.

F. Denstad in Manuals of Youth Policy
emphasized that a high-quality national youth policy is
not about which country allocates more budget funds to
youth organizations or young people, but in the
formulated clear strategy that best analyzes and
addresses the real needs of its youth, it manages
specific goals. Although the strategy must include the
long-term goal, objectives and activities, as well as the
analysis of the results, a separate action plan should
identify the short-term and medium-term goals (for
example, up to four years), indicators and proposed
measures for which the government is funding. At the
same time, the construction of the components of the
strategy requires external expertise and the
involvement of external experts in the methodology of
strategy development [5].

For example, such a methodology is the LFA
(Logical Structural Approach), which is widely used
internationally as a tool for strategy development,
monitoring and evaluation. It serves as a way of
structuring key elements of the project, highlighting the
logical communications between predicted entries,
planned activities and expected results. It is a
management tool that is often used in the design,
monitoring, and evaluation of projects. LFA was
developed for USAID in the late 1960s, and has since
been widely used by international development
agencies, as well as by national governments and
international organizations.

The development of an effective monitoring and
evaluation system is also important in developing a
specific strategy with all its various components. The
plan for monitoring and evaluating youth policy should
be made public, as transparency is seen as an important
part of the implementation of youth policy. This means
that the Youth Policy Strategy should be clearly
defined, discussed and approved by the competent body
responsible for youth work and coordinating its
implementation with the involvement of youth
representatives as actors of the strategy as well as the
general public. Policy transparency is reflected in
public access to documents, openness to a structured
dialogue with the youth on the country's political
challenges. It is important that support for transparency
is an important means of a strong consensus between
youth and the government [5].

The EU Youth Strategy contributes to the
development of specific youth activities (sectoral
approach), but also includes an inter-sectoral approach.
To achieve the objectives of the Strategy, Member
States can use different tools, such as: organizing
educational events for non-formal education to raise
awareness about youth policy, regularly presenting the
results of monitoring the implementation of the
Strategy Action Plan in the form of reports (in
particular, the report of the European Commission
“Youth in the FEuropean Union” developed in

cooperation with member states), a European training
course for youth, a dialogue between young people
from different youth organizations of the EU countries
and EU programs.

The priority of the issues of the EU Youth Strategy
is not sustainable, but may change due to the needs and
needs of the youth community, the actual problems
identified by the survey, and the assessment of the level
of implementation of the strategy plan. So, in the years
2016-2018, the fight against radicalization of youth and
marginalization, promoting youth inclusion in social,
cultural and civic life, as well as solving the problems
and opportunities of the young age, comes to the
change of the priorities for youth employment in 2016-
2018 (The future of youth policy cooperation in Europe
post, 2018).

An important aspect of the strategy is its
interdisciplinary nature, the achievement of which is
possible only with the cooperation of many
stakeholders - central, regional and local authorities and
other government agencies, as well as civil society
organizations. Finally, the strategy has put young
people at a central position by providing them with
concrete tools for implementing their projects,
attending informal educational events and advising on
specific policy decisions.

An example of democratic participation of young
people in public policy is a structured dialogue that
creates a platform for young people and politicians who
discuss EU youth policies at both the national and
European levels, as well as an instrument to ensure that
youth policy is consistent with the needs and
expectations of young people throughout Europe. It
takes the form of national consultations in specific EU
member states and young people.

At the European level, there are a lot of
conferences uniting the European Commission,
member states, national youth councils and the
European Youth Forum. At the national level, there are
working groups that include youth representatives,
government officials and experts. They consult with
young people at the state level, focusing on one topic
of choice, such as youth employment or young people's
participation in democratic life. In addition, each EU
member country agrees on specific issues of national
priority consultations.

Thus, during the Report on the Future of the
European Youth Strategy in Brussels in 2017, it was
noted that young people in Europe appreciate
international mobility and volunteering, seeing the
prospect of continuing and expanding the Erasmus +
program. Common areas of interest for young people in
Europe in which they see further development include
education, mobility, civic participation, employment,
human rights and social integration. In the field of
education, delegates emphasized the need to include
elements of non-formal training in the educational
process, as well as the importance of informal
education.

The youth from different countries focused on the
need to accelerate democratic processes at the national
level and the EU, to deepen the role of the European
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Parliament and to raise awareness of such mechanisms
as the “European Citizen” or “Structured Dialogue”
initiative. Young people also highlighted links with
other policy areas, such as human rights, environmental
issues and social inclusion. An important prerequisite
for the inclusion and participation of young people is
their economic independence, which in turn requires a
stable working environment and decent housing that is
not available to many representatives of European
youth (European Conference on the future EU Youth
Strategy Report, 2017).

Taking into account the commonality of priorities
in the strategic tasks of European youth work,
distinctive features remain the fundamental features of
each individual country, covering the fields of activity
and content, expected results and issues. The analysis
of the legislative and regulatory framework of a number
of European countries in relation to the national youth
policy, strategies for its development, priority goals and
tasks made it possible to distinguish certain common
and distinctive features.

So, in Bulgaria, the National Strategy for Youth
(2010-2020), the key areas of work are the creation of
favorable conditions for school and university
education; informal education; professional, social and
personal realization of youth; their participation in
social, economic life and management at the local,
regional and national levels, as well as state support for
young people studying abroad and planning to return to
Bulgaria. The mentioned guidelines of the national
youth policy help to improve the demographic situation
and act as an important factor not only to overcome the
crisis, but also to improve the quality of life and achieve
the goals of the European Union.

At the same time, the National Youth Strategy of
Hungary for 2009-2024 aims to be neutral in relation to
values and ideologies, without representing the
interests of any of the political parties, but a number of
values (family, prevention, security) occupy a central
role in the document. Different basic principles of
strategy can be defined:

- Integration and participation: members,
communities and youth group organizations represent
the cohesive power at the local, regional and national
levels, as well as participate in decision-making
affecting them;

- solidarity and responsibility: in a viable society,
independence is crucial, however, members of society
not only bear responsibility for themselves, but also for
their fellow citizens with fewer opportunities;

- success and value creation: youth as a significant
social resource demonstrates and promotes values that
contribute to success in self-realization and
professional activity;

- subsidiarity and transparency: in youth policy,
decisions must be transparent and public, accessible to
everyone concerned;

- independence and development: promoting the
development of the environment necessary for the
successful social integration of youth groups, the
maintenance and upbringing of children, raising the

level of employment and providing housing for youth,
and increasing opportunities for social mobility.

The Estonian Youth Development Plan 2014-
2020 focuses on supporting creative potential and self-
development of youth, participation of young people in
the decision-making process, and empowerment of the
youth environment. Sufficient attention in youth work
is devoted to supporting health, as well as values and
promoting healthy lifestyles through non-formal
education activities for young people and those
working in the youth field. One of the differences in the
Plan is that it does not describe concrete measures in all
areas of youth work and youth policy, while the goal is
that young people will have a wide range of
opportunities for self-development and self-realization,
while the youth environment will contribute to the
development of social cohesion and creativity in
society as a whole.

As youth work is a part of effective cooperation
between different spheres of youth life, youth strategy
Estonia as well as many countries of Europe supports
the advisability of systematic  cross-sectoral
cooperation on the way of solving youth problems. In
this aspect, the Strategy of the Youth of Spain,
developed by 2020, which celebrates the promotion of
youth cooperation between different ministries and
administrations of regional, local and provincial
governments, is solidarity. The youth strategy also
involves the cooperation of all subjects related to youth
issues, including public associations, youth association.

The key areas of the Strategy in Spain laid down
by the Ministry of Health, Social Services and Equity,
are as follows:

- improvement of the quality of the Spanish
educational system in order to increase the level of
employment and entrepreneurship, to promote the
system of non-formal education;

- encouraging young people to enter the labor
market, increasing the number of self-employed young
people, as well as the number of companies created by
people under the age of 30, promoting entrepreneurship
culture;

- dissemination of a network of activities aimed at
promoting healthy lifestyles, combating drug addiction,
any form of violence or discrimination;

- support for vulnerable groups of young people.

A significant emphasis on the educational
component of youth policy demonstrates the Youth
Priority Plan as a Youth Strategy of France (2013-
2017), as the Ministry of Education is the responsible
body and coordinator of youth policy. It serves as an
official roadmap that covers youth issues and planned
activities to be implemented by the government to
improve the living conditions of young people by
encouraging the ministries, local authorities, public
associations, as well as young people to work together.
The main objectives of the Strategy include improving
the quality of education and training through reforms of
primary, secondary and higher schools, the
development of autonomy of youth, and the
involvement of young people in the activities of public
services.
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Distinctive features of the German youth policy
are linked to the state system and include the regional
and national youth strategies developed by the Federal
Ministry of Family, Retirement, Women and Youth,
which provide the basis for ensuring a space of
cooperation between federal, regional and local
authorities. An effective mechanism for promoting the
development of youth work can be noted an innovative
fund for the support of youth activities in the field of
political,  cultural  education, youth  affairs
(associations), international youth work or youth social
work. The regional level includes youth strategies,
programs in the regions that promote the strengthening
of non-formal and informal education, the expansion of
the network of creative spaces for youth, the promotion
of social integration and support for intercultural
openness.

One of the countries that does not have a valid
Youth Strategy is Poland. The State Strategy for Youth
for 2003-2012 has ceased to exist, but no new national
strategy was set up to regulate the issue of Polish youth
policy. However, the Strategy highlighted the links that
exist between youth policy and legal norms on
education, social security, national defense,
employment and combating unemployment, living
conditions for children in the family, health care, and
the prevention of crime, drug addiction and alcohol
abuse. The authors of the Polish “State Program for
Youth Social Participation for 2015-2016 Active
Youth” (Rzadowy Program Aktiwosci Spotecznej
Mtodziezynalata 2015-2016, Aktywna Mtodziez)
stressed the importance of preparing a government
document defining youth policy. The Children's and
Youth Council of the Republic of Poland, founded in
2016 and acting under the authority of the Minister of
National Education, is working on a draft law on the
Youth Council of the Republic of Poland, which will
contribute to the preparation of a new youth strategy.
At the same time, it should be noted that, despite the
lack of a youth act, youth policy is increasingly
regulated at the regional and local levels.

Conclusions. The conducted analysis of European
youth work has made it possible to identify the
peculiarities of youth policy in Europe, supported by a
number of documents adopted by the Council of
Europe and allows young people to actively participate
in solving issues concerning youth, to defend active
positions regarding the development of civil society,
while maintaining their own autonomous position. At
the level of certain countries, the value guideline
defines the directions of youth activity: education,
including informal, employment; health; dwelling;
opportunities for participation in decision making at the
local and state levels; security and protection;
combating social exclusion and promoting inclusion;
provision and use of information (including new
information technologies); mobility and
internationalism, etc. Different models of youth policy
of European countries (universalist model of
Scandinavia countries, community model of Great
Britain, protection model of Central European
countries, centralized model of the Mediterranean

countries) differ centrally or decentralized management
verticals from the position of the state, the level of
public involvement in the development of youth work,
the degree of influence of youth organizations for youth
decision-making. At the same time, the priority of the
issues of the EU Youth Strategy is not sustainable, but
may change due to the needs and needs of the youth
community, the actual problems of certain countries,
placing young people at a central position, providing
them with concrete tools for realizing their projects,
visiting non-formal educational events and advising on
specific policy decisions, this is the priority of further
research.

Summary. The article analyzes the conceptual approaches to modeling the development of anti-crisis
management of general secondary education institutions. It is summarized that the process of personal
development of heads of general secondary education institutions in the direction of mastering the basics of crisis
management involves the emergence of external and internal contradictions that are the sources of this
development. Theoretical researches of general problems of professional-personal development of heads of
institutions of general secondary education are analyzed. It is established that the development and self-
development of the headmaster as a social-pedagogical phenomenon is expressed in the unity of motivational,
content, procedural, and personal components. It has been found out that in any particular approach there are
advantages and disadvantages, and under the condition of their joint use provides an opportunity to get a whole
range of potential solutions to the problem - research of modern conceptual approaches to modeling the
development of crisis management of general secondary education institutions.

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A teaching method comprises the principles and
methods used by teachers to enable student learning.
These strategies are determined partly on subject matter
to be taught and partly by the nature of the learner. For
a particular teaching method to be appropriate and
efficient it has to be in relation with the characteristic
of the learner and the type of learning it is supposed to
bring about. Suggestions are there to design and
selection of teaching methods must take into account
not only the nature of the subject matter but also how
students learn. In today's teaching system the trend is
that it encourages a lot of creativity. It is a known fact
that human advancement comes through reasoning.
This reasoning and original thought enhances
creativity. The approaches for teaching can be broadly
classified into teacher centered and student centered. In
Teacher-Centered Approach to Learning, Teachers are
the main authority figure in this model. Students are
viewed as “empty vessels” whose primary role is to
passively receive information (via lectures and direct
instruction) with an end goal of testing and assessment.
It is the primary role of teachers to pass knowledge and
information onto their students. In this model, teaching
and assessment are viewed as two separate entities.
There are different types of learning styles, according
to them choosing appropriate teaching language
method can be advantageous. If learner can remember
easily new vocabulary with kinesthetic material or
visual aids, teacher should use different types of
methods in the lesson. First of all students’ knowledge
of language should be defined and the results of
competence skills of language can analyze students’
level of knowledge Student learning is measured
through objectively scored tests and assessments. In
Student-Centered Approach to Learning, while
teachers are the authority figure in this model, teachers
and students play an equally active role in the learning
process. The teacher's primary role is to coach and
facilitate student learning and overall comprehension of
material. Student learning is measured through both
formal and informal forms of assessment, including
group projects, student portfolios, and class
participation. Teaching and assessments are connected;
student learning is continuously measured during
teacher instruction. Commonly used teaching methods
may include class participation, demonstration,
recitation, memorization, or combinations of these.
There is no doubt that the interest for learning
languages is enhancing day by day. Teaching methods,
learning styles are considered one of the main features
of efficiency. The term teaching method refers to the
general principles, pedagogy and management
strategies used for instruction. The choice of teaching
method depends on what fits educational philosophy,
classroom demographic, subject area(s) and education
mission statement [1, p.9]. Teaching theories can be
organized into four categories based on two major
parameters: a teacher-centered approach versus a
student-centered approach, and high-tech material use
versus low-tech material use. There are different types
of methods and they have own position in teaching
languages. For instance, direct method of teaching,
which is sometimes called the natural method, and is
often (but not exclusively) used in teaching foreign

languages, refrains from using the learners' native
language and uses only the target language. It was
established in England around 1900 and contrasts with
the grammar-translation method & Bilingual method
of teaching and other traditional approaches, as well as
with C.J.Dodson's bilingual method[2,p.13]. Direct
method in teaching a language is directly establishing
an immediate and audio visual association between
experience and expression, words and phrases, idioms
and meanings, rules and performances through the
teachers' body and mental skills, without any help of
the learners' mother tongue. [3, p.68] Aims of Direct
method:

1. Direct method of teaching languages aims to
build a direct way into the world of the target language
making a relation between experience and language,
word and idea, thought and expression rule and
performance.

2. This method intends for students to learn how
to communicate in the target language.

3. This method is based on the assumption that
the learner should experience the new language in the
same way as he/she experienced his/her mother tongue
without considering the existence of his/her mother
tongue [4, p.87]

The audio-lingual method is a style of teaching
used in teaching foreign languages. It is based on
behaviorist theory, which postulates that certain traits
of living things, and in this case humans, could be
trained through a system of reinforcement. The correct
use of a trait would receive positive feedback while
incorrect use of that trait would receive negative
feedback. This approach to language learning was
similar to another, earlier method called the direct
method. [6, p.21-31] Like the direct method, the audio-
lingual method advised that students should be taught a
language directly, without using the students' native
language to explain new words or grammar in the target
language. However, unlike the direct method, the
audio-lingual method did not focus on teaching
vocabulary. Rather, the teacher drilled students in the
use of grammar. Applied to language instruction, and
often within the context of the language lab, it means
that the instructor would present the correct model of a
sentence and the students would have to repeat it. The
teacher would then continue by presenting new words
for the students to sample in the same structure. In
audio-lingualism, there is no explicit grammar
instruction: everything is simply memorized in form.
The idea is for the students to practice the particular
construct until they can use it spontaneously. The
lessons are built on static drills in which the students
have little or no control on their own output; the teacher
is expecting a particular response and not providing the
desired response will result in a student receiving
negative feedback. This type of activity, for the
foundation of language learning, is in direct opposition
with communicative language teaching. Suggestopedia
is a teaching method developed by the Bulgarian
psychotherapist Georgi Lozanov. It is used mostly to
learn foreign languages. The theory applied positive
suggestion in teaching when it was developed in the
1970s. However, as the method improved, it has
focused more on "desuggestive learning" and now is
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often called "desuggestopedia”. Suggestopedia is a
portmanteau of the words “suggestion" and
"pedagogy”. A common misconception is to link
"suggestion” to "hypnosis". However, it intends it in the
sense of offering or proposing, emphasizing student
choice. Physical surroundings and atmosphere in
classroom are the vital factors to make sure that "the
students feel comfortable and confident",[8. P,30] and
various techniques, including art and music, are used
by the trained teachers. The lesson of Suggestopedia
consisted of three phases at first: deciphering, concert
session (memorization séance), and elaboration.

The teacher introduces the grammar and lexis of
the content. In most materials the foreign language text
is on the left half of the page with a translation on the
right half, i.e. meanings are conveyed via the mother
tongue not unlike the bilingual method. In the active
session, the teacher reads the text at a normal speed,
sometimes intoning some words, and the students
follow. In the passive session, the students relax and
listen to the teacher reading the text calmly. Music is
played in the background. The students finish off what
they have learned with dramas, songs, and games.

The communicative approach is the most widely
used and most widely accepted approach to classroom-
based foreign language teaching today, and in many
ways, is a culmination of those approaches and
methodologies that appeared before. It emphasizes the
learner’s ability to communicate various functions,
such as asking and answering questions, making
requests, describing, narrating and comparing. Task
assignment and problem solving—two key components
of critical thinking—are the means through which the
communicative approach operates. Unlike the direct
method, grammar is not taught in isolation. Learning
happens in context; detailed error correction is de-
emphasized in favor of the theory that students will
naturally develop accurate speech through frequent use.
Students develop fluency through communicating in
the language rather than by analyzing it. A
communicative classroom includes activities through
which students are able to work out a problem or
situation through narration or negotiation, and thus
establish communicative competence. Thus some
activities might include composing a dialogue in which
the participants negotiate when and where they are
going to eat dinner, creating a story based on a series of
pictures or comparing similarities and differences
between two pictures. Computer Assisted Language
Learning (CALL) —there are a number of
commercial products which are generally used by
independent language learners. These fall under the
CALL method, though some—with careful
preparation—have been used in tandem with traditional
classroom instruction. [ 9, p.66]

Reading Method — sometimes graduate students
or researchers will only need to learn how to read
scholarly articles in a language, so they learn through
the Reading Method, where enough grammar is taught
to make it through a standard article in their field.
Students do not work on speaking or listening

comprehension; rather, they concentrate on building up
a large reservoir of specialized vocabulary. No one can
ignore the need and the value of methods for teaching
foreign language or even as a second language.
Learners are different in their needs. Some students
learn visually, others orally; others have shorter
attention skills and all come from different
backgrounds. To meet all their needs, it is necessary to
use a wide range of methods. Some methods teacher
may do with the help of different resources or create
them by alone based at teaching experience. Teaching
foreign Language is vital, since in order to develop
society, as language is main means of conduct among
people.

Statement of the main material: Methods can
discovery new path to learn foreign language and
improve learner’s skill.

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BURNOUT SYNDROME IN PSYCHOLOGISTS PROVIDING EMERGENCY AND LONG-TERM
PSYCHOLOGICAL ASSISTANCE

Summary. The article is devoted to an interesting and little-studied problem of the manifestation of burnout
syndrome in psychologists providing emergency psychological assistance. Modern approaches to determining the
burnout syndrome and its structure are considered. The results of the empirical study of the burnout syndrome in
psychologists providing emergency psychological assistance are presented. The internal factors initiating the
occurrence of emotional burnout and its various manifestations are highlighted. It is proved that psychologists who
provide long-term psychological assistance are characterized by a stable style and a high level of development of
self-regulation, adequate self-content and an uncritical level of aspiration, an average level of development of self-
actualization, and an average level of empathy. It is empirically established that among psychologists providing
emergency and long-term psychological assistance, there are differences in the manifestation of the syndrome and
in the peculiarities of its course. Similar and different characteristics are shown, which is mainly due to the type

of psychological assistance and is normatively set by the profession.
Keywords: “burnout”, emotions, stress, burnout syndrome, burnout phases and symptoms, emergency
psychological assistance, professional activities, burnout components.

The problem setting. The phenomenon of
burnout syndrome is one of the most complex and little-
studied in the field of human psychology. It is hardly
possible to find specialists who are not in conflict with
one another, can describe the phenomenology of the
syndrome itself and, moreover, can give an exact
definition of this concept. In psychology textbooks,
special sections devoted to this topic are rarely found.
At the same time, a certain number of empirical and
theoretical studies have been accumulated that try to
explain the burnout syndrome from the point of view of

various psychological approaches and scientific
schools.
So, theoretically, there is an ambiguous

interpretation of the emotions that provoke the
development of the syndrome, their functions and real
relationships with human activity and behavior, with
other mental processes, states, and properties, with the
psychological structure of the personality as a whole.
The practical, applied aspect of the problem of
emotions follows from the above stated: how really to
investigate, diagnose, measure, modify or use, to take
into account the burnout syndrome. Also the little-
studied are the causes and mechanisms of the
occurrence of the emotional burnout syndrome.

The analysis of the recent studies and
publications. The theoretical and empirical studies of
the phenomenon of emotional burnout are presented in
foreign  psychology (M. Anderson, M. Buriach,
R. Burke, M. Leiter, C. Maslack, A. Pines,
W. Schaufeli, etc.) [8-14]. Fewer studies are devoted to
the study of “burnout syndrome” in domestic science
(M. A. Markova, L. M. Mitina, V.E.Orel [5],
T. V. Formaniuk [7]). Until now, this phenomenon has
been considered in relation to representatives of
socionomic  professions  (“helping”):  doctors,
psychotherapists, lawyers, teachers, and others. There

are a small number of works devoted to the study of the
phenomenon of burnout syndrome in the professional
activities of psychologists.

We agree with the opinion of L. A. Kitaev-Smyk,
who in the work “Psychology of Stress” determines the
mistaken approaches to understanding the “emotional
burnout syndrome” [4]:

Inadequate approaches to “burnout”, considering
exclusively its emotional component, not paying
attention to its other components (the expression
“emotional burnout” appeared). An even more hopeless
view of “burnout” is only with the assessment of the
loss of a person’s professional success (the so-called
“professional burnout”).

The syndrome of “burnout” of a person can be
compared with the symptoms of “stress of life”, but do
not mix them. If this is done, then the distinct idea of
“burnout” as a specific, independent state completely
disappears. The attempts by some authors to find, with
increasing “burnout”, the three phases inherent in the
dynamics of stress (described by Hans Selye) destroy
the concept of “burnout of the personality”, “burnout of
the staff”, proclaimed by Christina Maslach [11].

There is an opinion that “burnout” is a mechanism
of psychological protection from traumatic effects.
Based on the studies of E. G. Lunina it is shown that
negative personality changes (including a distortion of
moral standards) arisen in the course of professional
activity are not “protection”, but a violation of the
protective systems of the human psyche. They are
based on the weakening of the adaptive capabilities of
the organism. And the main thing is not their
“professional deformation”  but  “personality
destruction”.

Some protective conditions that occur during
stress need not calling “burnout”. In a person
emotionally rigid in extreme situations, his/her rigidity
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can increase. This is not “burnout,” but psychological
protection against stress with intense or even dangerous
monotony.

From our point of view, the emotional burnout
syndrome is a reaction of the organism to exhaustion in
the form of personal detachment and in the form of
complete or partial exclusion of emotions in response
to psycho-traumatic effects, leading to personality
deformation and the acquisition of a functional
stereotype due to prolonged emotional stress.

Proposed by Ch. Maslach [11], and V. V. Boiko
[1] the main components of the emotional burnout,
namely: 1) the feeling of emotional exhaustion; 2) the
tendency to develop a negative attitude towards
customers, “dehumanization” or “depersonalization”;
3) the development of a negative attitude towards
himself/herself and his/her work, allow us to
distinguish the three inherent signs (attributes) of this
phenomenon. Firstly, the emotional burnout syndrome
is a protective reaction to stressful effects. Secondly,
the emotional burnout syndrome occurs under
conditions of intense communication, manifests itself
as communicative fatigue, the inability to empathize
and is associated with a violation of the identification
mechanism — alienation. Thirdly, the emotional burnout
syndrome is characteristic of social professions, where
the subject of activity is constantly involved in the
problems of a partner experiencing emotional distress.

In fact, the origin of the emotional burnout
syndrome cannot be unambiguously associated with
any organizational, personal, or situational factors,
rather, it is the result of a complex interaction of a
person’s personality characteristics, the situation of
his/her interpersonal relationships with his/her
professional and working situation in which he/she is.
Selecting the factors which initiate the occurrence of
the emotional burnout syndrome allows us to highlight
two aspects of the further study of the manifestation of
this phenomenon. The first one is the presence of an
external (organizational) factor that allows considering
the content of the professional activities of
psychologists, namely psychological assistance as a
form of practical activity. The second aspect — the
existence of internal (individual) factors — allows
considering the issue of the personal characteristics of
psychologists who provide emergency and long-term
psychological assistance.

The setting of previously unresolved parts of
the general problem. The choice of the topic of our
research is due to its relevance and insufficient research
on this problem in domestic psychology. Until now, the
psychological burnout syndrome has been considered
in relation to representatives of socionomic
professions:  doctors, psychotherapists, lawyers,
teachers, etc. However, the internal factors, especially
manifestations of the emotional burnout syndrome in
psychologists providing emergency and long-term
psychological assistance, have not been identified.

The purpose of the research is to identify
empirically the factors leading to the emotional burnout
in psychologists providing emergency psychological
assistance, to analyze the essence of the emotional

burnout syndrome, its models, stages, and symptoms,
the factors initiating the occurrence of the emotional
burnout syndrome and the peculiarities of its
manifestation in psychologists providing emergency
and long-term psychological assistance.

Presenting the main material. To determine the
peculiarities of the professional activity of
psychologists providing emergency and long-term
psychological assistance, we turn to the analysis of the
profession of the psychologist (professiogram)
compiled by E. S. Romanova and T. A. Verniaeva, and
the results of the description of this profession [2].
After a comparative analysis of the professiograms of
psychologists providing emergency and long-term
psychological assistance, the author notes that there are
differences in these related professions:

1. inthe content and basic actions (operations) of
psychologists providing emergency psychological
assistance, there are no scientific-practical,
pedagogical, research activities; the main form of work
of psychologists who provide emergency psychological
assistance is consulting, but the main forms of work of
psychologists who provide long-term psychological
assistance are diagnostics, prophylaxis, education,
consulting, correction and development;

2. psychologists providing long-term
psychological assistance do not have night shifts, the
arrhythmic nature of work, and uneven workloads;

3. psychologists providing emergency
psychological assistance must have knowledge in the
field of psychotherapy of crisis conditions and acute
grief, while psychologists providing long-term
psychological assistance need knowledge of all
branches of psychology;

4. the range of skills and abilities of
psychologists providing long-term psychological
assistance is quite wide (psychodiagnostics,
psychocorrection, psycho-prophylaxis, psychotherapy,
etc.), and psychologists providing emergency
psychological assistance should have the developed
constructive telephone communication skills;

5. differences in professionally important
qualities (professional characteristics of the psyche and
professional characteristics of the individual).

Based on the theoretical analysis of the essence of
the emotional burnout syndrome, its models, stages,
and symptoms, factors initiating the occurrence of the
emotional burnout syndrome, as well as the analysis of
literature reflecting psychological research
(V.V.Boiko, V.E.Orel [5], T.V.Formaniuk,
T. V. Skugarevskaia, T. I. Ronginskaia [6],
N. E. Vodopianova, E. S. Starchenkova [3], etc.), we
organized an empirical study of the manifestation of the
emotional burnout syndrome in psychologists
providing emergency and long-term psychological
assistance.

The investigation involved 97 psychologists
providing emergency psychological assistance
(“helpline”), 49 persons are psychologists who provide
long-term  psychological — assistance  (preschool
educational institutions, secondary comprehensive
educational institutions, psychological centers). There
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were 3 stages of empirical study. The first stage was
aimed at determining the socio-demographic
characteristics of the samples based on the analysis of
the survey results. In the second stage, determining the
level of manifestation of the emotional burnout
syndrome among psychologists using the method of
V. V. Boiko was made of. In the third stage, the
empirical study of internal (personality) factors of the
occurrence of burnout syndrome was carried out [1].
The study was based on the following techniques:
“Behavior Self-Regulation Style (BSS-98)” of
V. l. Morosanova, the technique of Dembo-
Rubinshtein (modified by A. M. Prikhozhan), “Value

Orientations” of M. Rokeach, “Self-Actualization
Test” SAP  (complied by L. la. Gozman,
lu. E. Aleshina, M. V. Zagika and M. V. Kroz),

“Subjective Level Control Questionnaire (LSC)”
(E. F. Bazhin, E. A. Golynkina, A. M. Etkind), the
“Technique of Personality Diagnostics on Motivation
to Avoid Failures” by Th. Ehlers, the questionnaire of
A. Mehrabian.

Empirically, it was revealed that the differences
between psychologists providing long-term and
emergency psychological assistance in  socio-
demographic (external) factors are insignificant and
normatively set by the specifics of professional activity.

The emotional burnout syndrome is mostly
characteristic of psychologists providing emergency
psychological assistance (44% of psychologists). Here
the phases are formed: 1) tension, while in this phase
the following symptoms are most pronounced:
experiences of psycho-traumatic situations,
dissatisfaction with himself/herself, driving into the
dead-end, anxiety, and depression; 2) resistance, with
the prevalence of the formation of the following
symptoms: inadequate selective emotional response,
expanding the scope of saving emotions; 3) exhaustion,
in which the following symptoms predominate:
personal detachment and psychosomatic and psycho-
vegetative disorders. All these manifestations of the
emotional burnout syndrome among psychologists
providing emergency, long-term assistance are
explained by the main content (consulting customers),
their working conditions (night shifts, work on
weekends and holidays, uneven and unpredictable
workload, arrhythmic nature of work).

Among the psychologists who provide long-term
and emergency psychological assistance,
dissatisfaction with the size of wages, relations with the
immediate supervisor in the team, and the organization
of work are noted.

Conclusions and prospects of the research.
Summing up the results of the study, the data on
internal factors are obtained (the style and level of self-
regulation, self-content and level of claims, the level of
self-actualization and subjective control, the level of
development of empathy, value orientations) that
trigger the occurrence of the emotional burnout
syndrome and the difference in their manifestation
among psychologists providing emergency and long-
term psychological assistance. So, for psychologists
providing emergency psychological assistance, the

following is characteristic: a stable style and an average
level of self-regulation, high self-content and an
optimal level of claims, an average level of self-
actualization and a low level of communication
flexibility, an average level of empathy.

Psychologists who provide long-term
psychological assistance are characterized by a stable
style and a high level of development of self-regulation,
adequate self-content and an uncritical level of
aspiration, an average level of development of self-
actualization, a predominance of a high level of self-
understanding, an average level of subjective control,
and an average level of development of empathy.

Thus, we have found out that between
psychologists providing emergency and long-term
psychological assistance, there are differences in the
manifestation of the emotional burnout syndrome,
these groups of psychologists have both similar and
different characteristics, which is mainly due to the type
of psychological assistance and is normatively
determined by the profession.

Prospects for further research in this area can be
outlined in the following direction: on the basis of the
empirical results obtained in this study, it is necessary
to develop and test a psychocorrectional program for
preventing and managing the effects of the emotional
burnout syndrome in psychologists providing
emergency and long-term psychological assistance. We
are planning to publish the results of psycho-correction
work.

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SOCIO-PSYCHOLOGICAL ADAPTATION OF LAW UNIVERSITY STUDENTS

Summary. The adaptation process to higher education is a complex, multifaceted phenomenon. The author
analyzes the peculiarities of the process of adaptation of first-year students to higher education, since the adaptation
period of students is different, depending on their individual and psychological characteristics, the level of
readiness for higher education. We have identified the factors influencing the dynamics and quality of the
adaptation process, developed a system of recommendations that will be able to improve the effectiveness of law
students' learning activities on the basis of structure, features, conditions and dynamics of the process of
psychological adaptation to the conditions of study at the university.

Statement of the problem. Nowadays, students’
personality adaptation at higher schools is one of the
most important problems. Their further level of
professional training and activity depends on their
socio-psychological adaptation. In the course of
adaptation, there are significant changes in personal
qualities caused by the tasks of educational activity,
which can be both positive (increase self-esteem and
motivation to study, acquisition of new knowledge,

skills, ability to work, etc.), and negative (decrease of
self-esteem, motivation and etc.).

The adaptation process to higher education is a
complex, multifaceted phenomenon. It is usually
completed by the end of the first year. Nowadays, this
problem remains extremely topical. Therefore, the
process of entering freshmen in their new way of life
and activity, as well as identifying factors,
psychological conditions and patterns of increasing
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students™ adaptability is an important task for teachers
and psychologists. In our study the features of social-
psychological adaptation of law students to study at
university are presented.

Scientists all over the world have researched the
problem of adaptation at different times. The general
psychological provisions on the nature and
development of the individual in the process of life
have been studied by H.S. Kostiuk, S.D. Maksymenko,
V.P. Moskalets, S.L.Rubinshtein, L.E. Orban, and
T.M. Tytarenko. At the psychological and social levels
approaches to the problem of adaptation are based on
the existence of individual-psychological theories of
personality  (S. Freud, A. Adler, E. Shpranhler,
A. Maslou, and B.H. Ananiev); social-psychological
(H. Tard, L. Vyhotskyi, E. Fromm, D. Mid, B. Skinner,
and R. Linton), as well as theories that combine the
ideas of subject and role in the individual (W. James,
E. Bern, O. M. Lieontiev, 0O.V. Petrovskyi, and
V.0. Yadov).

The purpose of the study is to identify the factors
that influence the dynamics and quality of the
adaptation process, to develop a system of
recommendations that will be able to improve the
effectiveness of law students' learning activities on the
basis of structure, features, conditions and dynamics of
the process of psychological adaptation to the
conditions of study at the university.

Methods of Research. The methods of our study
were theoretical analysis of socio-psychological
problems of adaptation of law students to study at
university and experimental study of the state of
adaptation mechanisms of students to study at
university by means of questioning during the pre-
session period.

Results and Discussion. The term adaptation can
be defined as general scientific term, which originates
at the border of the sciences, at points of contact of
different branches of knowledge, or even in separate
disciplines with their further extrapolation to other
fields of natural, technical and social sciences. The
great interest of scientists from various fields in the
problem of adaptation leads to a comprehensive study
of it, which, in turn, gives rise to ambiguity in the
definitions and approaches to its study.

Today, there is no consensus among scholars as to
the definition of student adaptation to learning because
of its dynamic, multi-faceted and cross-curricular
nature. The vast majority of researchers describe it in
terms of the end result, i.e. adaptability, that is the
formed skills, reactions, and tumors. Analysis of the
scientific and pedagogical literature shows that the
definitions of adaptation to educational activities are
quite diverse.

According to the results of the analysis, it can be
concluded that the modern scientific and pedagogical
literature, despite the diversity of the proposed
definitions, considers the analyzed concept from a
single point of view. According to O.V. Litovchenko,
adaptation is a process of specific adaptive activity
caused by changes in social reality and aimed at
optimizing the interaction of personality with the

surrounding social environment in response to the
appearance in it of factors that are absent in the
individual experience of the subject [1, p. 7]. We think
his definition is definition is the most scientifically
sound and complete.

Adaptation is always associated with the transition
to new modes, the entry into new social roles, that is,
with a certain realignment of personality. Taking into
account all the above, student adaptation should be
considered as a process caused by the student's
inclusion in the new social and educational
environment of the Law University, where the structure
of the student's activity and stable personal
relationships to all components of the pedagogical
system changes greatly [2].

A dramatic change in the usual working stereotype
(dynamic stereotype) sometimes leads to nervous
breakdowns and stress reactions. For this reason, the
period of adaptation associated with the change of the
former stereotypes may at first cause both relatively
low success and difficulties in communication. Some
students develop a new stereotype quickly and
radically. Of course, these features are related to the
characteristics of the type of higher nervous activity,
but social factors are crucial here. Knowledge of the
individual features of each student, on the basis of
which the system of his/her inclusion in new activities
and a new circle of communication is built, allows to
avoid maladaptation syndrome, to make the process of
adaptation psychologically comfortable.

The research has revealed three levels of
adaptation of law students: initiative, characterized by
a positive attitude of students to all elements of the
pedagogical system of the university; situational, based
on a positive attitude towards the pedagogical system,
although there is a negative attitude towards certain
elements of this system; and conflict, which contains a
negative attitude towards most elements of the
pedagogical system.

Our study also addresses issues related to the
speed and intensity of the adaptation process over time,
the rate of adaptation, and its periodization. The results
show that the main stage of adaptation is the first year
of study. However, most students adapt to 1-3 courses.
At the same time, there is a small group of students
whose adaptation is generally completed only in 4-5
courses. Usually in the first year of study, students
adapt to the social culture of university life, the
functions of the student body, the future profession;
Year 2 - status improvement and transition to
specialization; 3-4 courses - professional adaptation,
more critical attitude towards lectures, teachers, staff,
classmates, sense of group and academic equality with
the lecturer.

Research on the problem of adaptation generally
boils down to a set of factors that cause relatively rapid,
complete and sustainable adaptability. Adaptation
factors mean the set of conditions and circumstances
that determine the pace, level, stability and outcome of
adaptation.

Our study also concerns issues related to the speed
and intensity of the adaptation process over time, the
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rate of adaptation, and its periodization. The results
show that the main stage of adaptation is the first year
of study. However, most students adapt at the first-third
year. However, there is a small group of students whose
adaptation is generally completed only at the forth-fifth
year. At the first year of study students usually adapt to
the social culture of university life, the functions of the
student body, the future profession; the second year is
a status improvement and transition to specialization;
the third-fourth year is a professional adaptation, more
critical attitude towards lectures, teachers, staff,
classmates, sense of group and academic equality with
the lecturer.

Research on the problem of adaptation generally
boils down to a set of factors that cause relatively rapid,
complete and sustainable adaptability. Adaptation
factors mean the set of conditions and circumstances
that determine the pace, level, stability and outcome of
adaptation.

This study identified a set of factors influencing
adaptation process: social (social origin); psychological
(activity, independence, responsibility, level of self-
control); psychological and pedagogical (nature of
orientation, level of professional activity of the teacher,
value orientation, disciplinary characteristics of
personality); pedagogical (logical connections between
disciplines, the content of the educational process,
taking into account its professional orientation, the
student's awareness of the peculiarities of educational
activities and university requirements).

Educational results (success, satisfaction with
training, self-organization), indicators of formation of
professional orientation (attitude to the chosen
profession, professional attitudes, professional and
motivational qualities: legal personality, professional
concept, professional motives), and research activities
(participation in scientific competitions and research
groups) were considered as adaptation criteria.

As a result, four groups of adaptation difficulties
were identified. The first group is related to the features
of mental self-regulation of behavior and activity. It is
caused by the lack of preparedness of freshmen, the
weakness of their volitional processes, the inability to
organize themselves, their behavior, the mode of work
and rest. The second group of difficulties depends on
the organization of mental work. Freshmen are keenly
experiencing a change in the usual style of mental
activity that has developed over the years of schooling.
They do not know how to summarize the lectures
correctly, find the sources and the necessary sites,
engage in the reading room. A large number of
seminars and practical classes, the approach of the
session cause students’ anxiety. The third group of
difficulties arises in connection with leaving the school
staff. Freshmen experience the loss of former friends,
friendships, mutual assistance and other common
values. The fourth group of difficulties is caused by the
psychological unpreparedness of the freshmen to
master the legal profession.

The set of difficulties at the initial stages of
university study creates a didactic barrier for many
students. It occurs when the student is aware of the fact

of changing methods and organization of learning,
faces the need to work harder, and feels mental fatigue.
Considerable attention should be paid to overcoming
the difficulties of pedagogical and psychological
nature, the development of students' interests, needs
and values, which are associated with the development
of the legal profession. The success of student learning
depends on the process of professional-pedagogical and
socio-psychological adaptation, on how much and how
the student has the knowledge, skills needed in the
student environment, what values he / she will orient
himself / herself at the initial period of study [3].

According to the survey, 53% of students have
interests, needs and values associated with their
profession, the willingness to form professionally
important qualities of a lawyer, interest in the legal
profession. A large number of students (35%) have an
uncertain attitude about their future profession. These
are usually students who accidentally go to university.
When working with such students during the adaptation
period, a positive attitude towards the profession should
be formed. Students who have a negative attitude to the
profession (12%), as a rule, study without desire, do not
show any initiative. Therefore, working with them we
should destroy the stereotypical negative attitude
towards the future profession and create the necessary
conditions for the formation of a new stereotype.

The purpose of professional legal education is to
form a system of relations of the student's personality
to professional activity, where the basic should be a
friendly attitude towards other people and professional
activity. The main components of professional
orientation are social-motivational and vocational-
motivational qualities [4]. Planning the activity any
student should mentally compare the actions with the
rules of law governing these actions. This circumstance
shapes the desire to strictly adhere not only to legal
norms, but also moral and ethical norms, as well as to
have a high level of justice.

The study of the professional orientation of law
students has shown that individuals whose motivational
sphere is determined by achievement motivation
achieve far greater results in their learning activities
than those who have the avoiding failure as leading
motives. The problem of formation of professional
motivation appears as a problem of psychological units
formation that determine the development of a student's
personality in terms of its preparation for professional
activity. Thus, for most students, the main motivation
for choosing a profession is its social importance and
interest (76% of respondents).

The study of the professional-motivational
qualities of the individual (level of consciousness,
professional concept, professional motives) showed
that, depending on the course of study, these parameters
showed significant differences. For example, the
formation of a professional concept as an element of
professional orientation, as a set of acquired
professional views, beliefs and motives, expressing an
understanding of the goals and objectives of legal
activity, is observed only in the part of the fourth-fifth

year students. However, graduates sometimes have
problems in choosing a professional concept.

The success of student learning depends on many
factors. The intellectual development of the student, his
/ her attention as a function of regulation of cognitive
activity are the most important ones. We have asked
first-year students what unusual have you faced in the
first year. We have received the following answers:
“another educational organization” (49.3%); “a large
amount of independent work” (49.0%); “independent
living far from family” (20.2%); “the new norms for the
student life” (12.4%). All these factors have a
significant impact on the process of adapting a student
to new living conditions.

Studies show that first-year students do not always
have poor preparation in high school but they do not
have skills such as a willingness to learn, the ability to
learn on their own, to control and evaluate themselves,
to possess individual cognitive features, to distribute
free and working hours for self-training. As a result,
there is a thought about the false ease of studying at the
university, the confidence is formed to catch up and
master before the session, there is a carefree attitude to
study.

Many freshmen experience great difficulties with
lack of self-study skills, they are unable to work with
textbooks, find and acquire knowledge from primary
sources, analyze large volumes of information, and
clearly present their thoughts. Adaptation of students to
the educational process ends at the end of the second —
beginning of the third semester. One of the main
reasons that hampers the university's adaptation
process is the lack of time for self-studying (50% of
respondents said that was the reason). In this regard,
almost 25% of students come to classes unprepared.

The working day of the student is quite tight; it
exceeds 8-9 hours. Most students spend 2 to 3 hours
each day doing their homework; and only 22% of
students spend less than 1 hour. Speaking of non-
professional subjects, we observe a different
distribution of learning time: 50.1% of students spent
up to 1 hour; 22.5% of students spent up to 2 hours. The
system of study at the university is designed for a high
level of consciousness, built on the interest of students,
because formally it lacks a rigid system of daily school
check, "fear" of the teacher, the need to prepare a lesson
every day. Some students, after entering the institute,
then find themselves not ready to study in it. The
system of university control allows for possible
irregularity in work, often focused on storming during
the exam session. To the question “How do you prefer
to prepare for the exams?” 9% of students answered
that they were preparing during the semester, and
during the sessional examination they only review the
material, 47.6% of the respondents, as a rule, re-study
the material by textbook and 42% are prepared by
synopsis only.

The development of a student at the university has
some special features. Thus, the first year solves the
problem of involving the student in student forms of
collective life. The behavior of freshmen differs in
comfort, because there is no differentiated approach to

their roles. The second year is the period of the most
intense educational activity of students. All forms of
education and upbringing are intensively included in
their lives. Students receive general training, formed by
their broad cultural demands and needs. Normally, the
process of adaptation to the learning environment is
largely complete. The third year is the beginning of
specialization, strengthening of interest in scientific
work, development and deepening of professional
interests. The urgent need for specialization often leads
to a narrowing of the scope of diverse personal
interests. Forms of personality formation are
determined by a factor of specialization. The fourth
year is the first real acquaintance with a specialty
during the period of training. The behavior of students
is characterized by an intensive search for more rational
ways and forms of special training, and students are re-
evaluated by many values of life and culture. Students
are gradually moving away from the collective life
forms.

We used the method of the Scale of Functional
Mental State Assessment proposed [5] to study the
dynamics of adaptive changes in students' educational
activity. This method is widely used for individual
research and diagnosis of mental states and
performance in the process of educational and labor
activity. The study involved 156 students of the Faculty
of Management and Law (specialty Law), i.e. 49
students of the first year; 44 students of the third year;
63 undergraduate students of Vinnytsia National
Agrarian University.

The analysis of the obtained results showed
different expressiveness degree of the individual
parameters of the states. However, there is a
coincidence of the general configuration of the
obtained profiles in the third-year students with the
standard profiles, characteristic for the optimal and real
states in the educational classes. We observe an
increase in indicators of motivation (mood) and
evaluation experiences (evaluation of success) in
undergraduate students.

The average profile of freshmen differs from the
above profiles of senior students both in terms of basic
indicators and the structure of their overall
configuration. Therefore, we conducted an individual
analysis of freshman profiles, which revealed in 25% of
students the presence of two negative conditions: 1)
close to depression and 2) close to stress, high tension
and the possibility of inadequate response. In 25% of
the first year student’s profiles were found
corresponding to the standards of the states of reduced
mental activity.

Thus, conditions that have a negative impact on
the effectiveness of their learning activities, caused by
various reasons have been found at half of the first-year
students. At the same time, senior students had only a
single case of depression or stress, indicating their
higher adaptability and possibly formed social
maturity, also included in the adaptation process.
However, profiles of the states of reduced activity were
found in the same groups (30% of cases in the third year
students and 47% in undergraduates). The analysis of
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the parameters that make up the structure of students'
mental states showed statistically  significant
differences between the groups of studied freshmen and
upperclassmen by most indicators (table 1).

Table 1 shows that the highest scores on the
studied parameters of stimulating and evaluative
experiences were observed in third-year students and
graduate groups, they were significantly higher than in
first-year students (p <0.05).

Such pronounced differences between the
indicators of the functional mental state of the first and
third year students are related, in our opinion, to an
increase in the overall adaptability of the students to the
third year, habituation to the mode and methods of
teaching in higher education, resulting in many students
improving and successful experiences.

In addition, students develop compensatory and
protective mechanisms and undergo correction of
suboptimal types of self-regulation of mental states
with repeated exposure to stressful factors. By this
time, the problems of professional self-determination at
the moment of life are also being solved: the student
chooses to continue his / her education at this
educational institution. Therefore, the emotional
tension in the educational activities of third-year
students, compared with the freshmen, is somewhat
reduced, which is confirmed by statistical data.

Third-year students experience a decrease in the
severity of depressive and subdepressive stress states,
the level of neuroticism, reactive aggressiveness and
irritability in the majority of respondents. We believe
that the manifestation of positive emotional-sensory
states at this stage of learning is associated with the
formation of up to this time in a higher education
institution of the antipyretic component, that is, the
entry of the process of adaptation to the stage of pre-
emptive reflection of stress.

It should be noted that our group of
undergraduates has high marks. Besides, the research
was held at the end of study. It is obvious, some of the
undergraduate students of VNAU work in the specialty
or are directed to postgraduate studies, so they have
good mood and confidence in the future.

As you know, the experience of success-failure in
the activity affects its quality and desire to carry it out
in the future. The students with a general high level of
negative emotional experiences had a low (below
normative) level of motivation to succeed in learning.
It is a signal of distress and the presence of a negative
emotional background, i.e. expectations of failure, as
evidenced by our data. So, undergraduate students'
expectation of success is significantly lower than in
other groups (p <0.05), but practical experience and
persistent professional self-actualization do not
diminish their confidence in themselves.

The mental states do not affect the concerted effect
of mental processes (perception, attention, thinking,
memory), positive adaptation changes and increased
impact of positive stimulating experiences lead to an

increase in the overall success of undergraduate
students, which supports expectations success in
learning. Creating new learning goals that meet the
learning requirements is at the heart of the transition of
educational motivation from the level of "know" to the
level of the real acting, and the achievement of certain
results leads to a restructuring of the attitude to the
future profession. Therefore, the level of motivation of
educational activity of undergraduate students is
significantly higher than of the first year students (p
<0.01).

Conclusions. 1. Adaptation of students to
educational and social activities at the university is a
complex, dynamic and varied psychological process of
internal and external restructuring of ordinary forms
and methods of activity, development of the necessary
complex of skills, abilities and habits for the
implementation of new activities. The process of
psychological restructuring of the motivational sphere,
ideas about the forms and methods of activity, skills
and habits of their implementation, as well as the
formation of new psychological components of activity
create the main content of student adaptation.

2. Adaptation of a law student at the university is
a complex phenomenon that has different directions:
adaptation to the new cultural environment, collective,
activities (educational, professional, creative, public,
etc.). The result of students' adaptation is to develop the
qualities they need for their activities that allow them
to perform optimally. Adaptation is a manageable
process.

3. The main psychological factors that determine
the sustainability of the intrinsic motivation of learning
activities are the social expectations of law students;
attitude towards yourself as a subject of educational
activity; attitude to the profession and prospects for
professional activity.

4. The main psychological and pedagogical
conditions for optimizing the process of adaptation to
university study are deep and comprehensive
understanding of faculty and curators, management of
faculties of the essence, content, dynamics and
peculiarities of students' adaptation to university;
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organization of the educational process, taking into
account the regularities of students' adaptation to
different types of activities and their living conditions
at university; ability of all categories of educators to
diagnose and predict the process of student adaptation,
psychologically and pedagogically justified to
influence it for the purpose of optimization; purposeful
organization of work with law students to constantly
expand and deepen their ideas about new forms and
methods of activity; development of the necessary
knowledge, skills and abilities, and accumulation of
relevant experience; continuous development in all
educational activities and in the process of
extracurricular social and professional creative activity
of its motivational basis; development of intellectual-
cognitive and emotional-volitional ~ sphere  of
personality, professionalization of mental cognitive
processes. It should be noted that all the above aspects
of student psychological and pedagogical support
require further elaboration.

Abstract. The article deals with the analysis of the reliability of the results of empirical studies of the method
of polls using a polygraph. Today the use of polygraph as a method of psychophysiological diagnostics of the
accuracy of information reported to the respondents has been introduced into the activities of many state and law
enforcement agencies of Ukraine. Therefore, the problem of reliability of this method becomes relevant.

The analysis and generalization of the results of empirical studies of the accuracy of the survey using a
polygraph are explored. The analysis concludes that there are shortcomings in the methodological organization of
such studies. In particular, the empirical study does not include a sufficient amount of diagnostic data and leaves
unexplored the impact of individual factors that directly affect the reliability of the results obtained during the use
of the polygraph.
